Vessel crew must be at their stations at all times during this operation, ready to
deploy mooring wires upon instruction from the lock crew. The opposite end of the lock will begin to open once the vessel shoulder is at the inbound
operating kiosk. Lock crews will be continuously monitoring the vessels speed, and the state of the operating equipment, and will advise the vessel
Master/Pilot immediately of any issues.

Should the lock leader cancel the walk-through, the vessel is to stop at the 25 m mark, and vessel will be secured using the no 2 and no 1 mooring
wires. Once the lock gates are closed and ship arrestor lowered, the lock leader will instruct the vessel to cast off these mooring wires, and the
vessel will then be spotted and moored as per normal procedure.
