MILE 40.5

CHANNEL CONDITION
The bridge pier of the Old Louisiana Midland Railroad Bridge, navigation span, in the vicinity of Mile 40.5, LDB, has been reported destroyed.  The depth of water over the obstruction reportedly is 30 feet with the Jonesville L/D Upper Gauge at 37.4 on January 24, 2001. Mariners are urged to use extreme caution when transiting the area.

BANK CONSTRUCTION

LOCK MAINTENANCE

UPDATE
Continuing until approximately March 15, 2001, work will be conducted in and around the lock chambers at McAlpine Locks near Mile 606.8, LDB, Ohio River.  Work will be conducted Monday through Friday and occasional Saturdays from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m.  The contractor’s fleet will consist of several work and material barges.  During non-working hours, the contractor’s fleet will be moored along the LDB adjacent to the work site.  The contractor’s fleet will monitor VHF-FM Channels 13 and 35.  The work could periodically effect the operation of the main 1200 foot lock.  Mariners are urged to use caution when transiting the area.

DREDGE OPERATION
Continuing until approximately February 21, 2001, the Dredge CLISTY CREEK, will be operating in the vicinity of Mile 2.5, in the back channel of Brunot Island. CHANNEL CONSTRUCTION
United States Gypsum has established a barge channel from their mooring dolphins in the vicinity of Mile 417.8 to their unloading dock in the vicinity of Mile 415.0.  The channel is along the Long Island side of the Tennessee River.  The channel is marked by 12 red buoys and 12 green buoys.  The buoys are collision resistant polyethene and have red or green reflective material on them.  Mariners are urged to use caution when transiting the area.
