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the sale of firearms and ammunition by
the manufacturer, producer, or importer
thereof. 26 U.S.C. 4181. However,
section 4221 of the Code sets forth
certain purposes for which an article
subject to tax under Chapter 32 may be
sold tax-free by the manufacturer,
producer, or importer.

Under the regulations appearing in 27
CFR part 53, persons who sell firearms
or ammunition tax-free are required to
obtain certain exemption certificates or
vendee statements to support such sales.
Previous regulations included suggested
forms for each type of statement and
certificate. However, the Bureau of
Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms (ATF)
has now made these certificates and
statements available as preprinted
documents that may be ordered by the
taxpayer through the Bureau’s
Distribution Center and then
reproduced as needed.

Temporary Rule and Notice of
Proposed Rulemaking

On July 16, 1996, ATF published in
the Federal Register a temporary rule
(T.D. ATF-380, 61 FR 37005) amending
the regulations regarding exemption
certificates and statements related to the
tax-free sale of firearms and
ammunition. The temporary rule
provided that taxpayers had the option
of either using a preprinted exemption
certificate and statement available
through the Bureau’s Distribution
Center or designing their own
certificates and statements that reflected
the information required by the
regulations. Should taxpayers wish to
design and use their own certificates or
statements, the regulations explain what
information is required on such
documents.

OnJuly 16, 1996, the Bureau also
published a notice of proposed
rulemaking cross-referenced to the
temporary regulations (Notice No. 831,
61 FR 37022). The notice sought public
comment on the changes made by the
temporary rule. The comment period for
Notice No. 831 closed on October 15,
1996.

Comments

ATF received no comments in
response to Notice No. 831.

Final Rule

ATF is adopting without change the
amendments published in the
temporary rule, T.D. ATF-380. The
amendments reduce regulatory burdens
by making preprinted forms available to
taxpayers, while still providing
taxpayers the flexibility of creating their
own certificates and statements to
support tax-free sales.

Executive Order 12866

It has been determined that this final
rule is not a significant regulatory action
as defined in E.O. 12866. Therefore, a
regulatory assessment is not required.

Regulatory Flexibility Act

Pursuant to section 7805(f) of the
Internal Revenue Code, the notice of
proposed rulemaking and the temporary
rule preceding this regulation were
submitted to the Chief Counsel for
Advocacy of the Small Business
Administration (SBA) for comment on
any impact on small business. The SBA
did not submit any comments.

Paperwork Reduction Act

The provisions of the Paperwork
Reduction Act of 1995, Pub. L. 104-13,
44 U.S.C. Chapter 35, and its
implementing regulations, 5 CFR part
1320, do not apply to this final rule
because no new requirement to collect
information is imposed.

Inland Navigation Rules; Lighting
Provisions

AGENCY: Coast Guard, DOT.
ACTION: Final rule.

SUMMARY: The Coast Guard amends
certain lighting provisions and
interpretive regulations supplementing
the Inland Navigation Rules. These
changes bring Inland Navigation Rules
into conformity with the November
1995 amendments to the International
Regulations for Prevention of Collisions
at Sea (COLREGS), and clarify
ambiguities in the rules.

DATES: This final rule is effective March
6, 1998.

Regulatory History

On July 20, 1994, the Coast Guard
published, in the Federal Register (59
FR 37003), a notice of proposed
rulemaking (NPRM) entitled, Inland
Navigation Rules, Lighting Provisions.
On August 24, 1994, the Coast Guard
published in the Federal Register (59
FR 42620), a correction making minor
editorial changes to that NPRM. The
Coast Guard received two letters
commenting on the proposed
rulemaking. No public hearing was
requested, and none was held.

Background and Purpose

The Inland Navigation Rules and the
International Regulations for Preventing
Collisions at Sea (COLREGS) provide
the rules governing all vessels on inland
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waters and the high seas, respectively.
The International Maritime
Organization (IMO) adopted
amendments to the annexes of the
COLREGS, which became effective
November 1995. The Coast Guard is
revising the Inland Navigation Rules to
reflect the COLREGS amendments.

Additionally, the Navigation Safety
Advisory Council (NAVSAC), a
congressionally authorized advisory
group, reviewed the Inland Navigation
Rules for consistency with the
COLREGS. To clarify ambiguities in
practical application of the Inland
Navigation Rules and to bring those
Rules into conformity with the
COLREGS, NAVSAC recommended
several changes. The changes primarily
concerned light placement
requirements. The only proposed
change not adopted by this final rule is
the mandatory requirement to light
barges on the corners in accordance
with 33 CFR 88.13.

Discussion of Comments and Changes

Two comments were received
following the publication of the Notice
of Proposed Rulemaking. Both
comments supported the proposed rule
changes, but both expressed concern
that prescribing 4 lights for vessels less
than 20 meters in length would place an
unnecessary financial burden on small
vessel owners. Additionally, the
comments disagreed with the Coast
Guard’s cost estimate for all-round light
fixtures and light installation. After
reevaluating the original cost estimate,
the Coast Guard determined that the
original dollar figure was incorrect. Our
new assessment, as explained in the
Regulatory Evaluation section of this
rule, determined that the average cost of
a permanently installed all-round light
fixture and its installation is $315, not
$12 as specified in the NPRM. Based on
the comments and the reassessed cost
data, the Coast Guard has made this
requirement optional.

Discussion of Regulations

Corrections to 72 COLREGS
Demarcation Lines

The Coast Guard is correcting errors
in the description of COLREGS
demarcation lines found in the Inland
Navigation Rules in 33 CFR part 80.
COLREGS demarcations lines codify
boundaries that delineate the
applicability of either the Inland Rules
or the COLREGS. These lines are
marked on navigational charts. While
these lines are correctly depicted on
navigational charts, their description in
80.501 and 80.520 contains errors.

The errors being corrected in 33 CFR
80.1495 include the misspelling of
Johnson Island; the reference to Canton
Island, which was returned to the
Republic of Kirbati, as a U.S.
Possession; and the reference to the
dissolved Trust Territory of the Pacific
Island.

Lights for Moored Vessels

The Coast Guard is adding the
interpretive rules 33 CFR 82.5 and 90.5
to the COLREGS and Inland Navigation
Rules and revising 33 CFR 88.13 of the
pilot rules to clarify the responsibilities
of the operators of vessels moored to
mooring buoys or other similar devices.
The interpretive rules are added to
ensure that the term vessels at anchor in
Rule 30 of the COLREGS and Inland
Rules includes vessels moored to a
mooring buoy.

Recognizing the need to specify safe
lighting requirements for vessels
moored to mooring buoys in previous
NAVSAC subcommittee meetings, the
Coast Guard formally presented the
issue to NAVSAC in November 1992.
Then, at NAVSAC's request, the issue
was forwarded to the Towing Safety
Advisory Council (TSAC) and the
National Boating Safety Advisory
Council (NBSAC) for further
consideration. All three advisory groups
agreed that a vessel moored to a
mooring buoy should be lighted as a
vessel at anchor in accordance with
Inland Navigation Rule 30. These
groups also agreed that barges moored to
a mooring buoy should be lighted on the
corners in accordance with the scheme
of 33 CFR 88.13.

In the NPRM, the Coast Guard
proposed requiring that barges moored
to mooring buoys be lighted on the
corners in accordance with 33 CFR
88.13, instead of in accordance with
Rule 30. Based on the comments and a
cost reassessment for compliance with
the proposed requirements, the Coast
Guard has concluded that barges
moored to mooring buoys have the
option of either displaying the lights of
a vessel at anchor as prescribed in
Inland Rule 30, or of displaying lights
on the corners in accordance with 33
CFR 88.13, found in Annex V to the
Inland Rules.

Section 82.7 Sidelights for Unmanned
Barges

Improper lighting of barges has been
a contributory factor in some accidents
involving recreational boaters and has
been the subject of periodic
congressional interest. The U.S.
delegation to the IMO Subcommittee on
Safety of Navigation raised the issue of
sidelights on unmanned barges. IMO

agreed that sidelights powered with
existing battery technology could not
meet the vertical sector requirements for
large vessels under the COLREGS. IMO
further agreed that an unmanned barge,
unable to meet the vertical sector
requirements, could meet the
requirements of COLREGS and Inland
Navigation Rule 24(h). Rule 24(h) allows
a vessel or object being towed to exhibit
alternative lighting where it is
impracticable to light the vessel as
prescribed by paragraph (e) or (g) of
Rule 24. Paragraph (e) requires
sidelights and sternlights for vessels
being towed and paragraph (g) requires
all-round white lights for partially
submerged vessels or objects being
towed. This exception has been the
source of some confusion.

This rule adopts the interpretation
found in Commandant Instruction
16672.3A, International Regulations for
Preventing Collisions at Sea, 1972;
Lights on Unmanned Barges, which
states that those lighting unmanned
barges may use the Rule 24(h)
exception, and that this exception
applies only to the vertical sector
requirements. Consistent with the Coast
Guard interpretation in the
Commandant Instruction, the Coast
Guard is adding interpretive rules 33
CFR 82.7 and 90.7 to clarify that the
exception provided by Rule 24(h) of the
COLREGS of Inland Rules pertains only
to the vertical sector requirements.

Sections 84.01 and 84.27 High-speed
Craft

The Coast Guard is adding a
paragraph to 33 CFR 84.01, found in
Annex | of the Inland Rules, to include
the definition of high-speed craft stated
in the IMO’s International Code of
Safety of High-speed Craft (HSC Code).
The definition of high-speed craft is
based on a formula that compares
displacement to the maximum speed of
vessels such as catamarans and
hydrofoils. This addition to the Inland
Rules parallels the language of the 72
COLREGS amendments.

The Coast Guard is also adding
section 84.27 to Annex | of the Inland
Rules to allow high-speed craft of
unusually wide design to carry
masthead lights at a lower level than
that prescribed for conventional vessels.
This change recognizes that existing
light placement requirements based on
conventional ship design are
impractical when dealing with non-
traditional designs such as catamarans,
hydrofoils, and other craft of unusually
wide design. This addition ensures
consistency between the language of the
Inland Navigation Rules and the 72
COLREGS amendments.
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This new provision applies to vessels
that meet the definition of high-speed
craft (884.01) and have length to
breadth ratios of less than three-to-one.
Conventional vessels such as tankers,
container ships, and fishing vessels will
not meet the definition of high-speed
craft. Certain high powered
displacement vessels such as frigates or
destroyers may meet this definition but
would not meet the length to breadth
ratio requirements. For example: A high
speed catamaran ferry, 59 meters in
length with 20 meters in beam, may
carry its forward masthead light 5.1
meters above the sidelights instead of 8
meters above the hull.

Section 84.05 Horizontal Spacing and
Positioning of Lights

The Coast Guard is revising 33 CFR
84.05, found in Annex | of the Inland
Rules, to provide that vessels less than
20 meters in length shall carry their
masthead lights as far forward as is
practicable. This revision creates
parallel language between the Inland
Navigation Rules and the amended
COLREGS. The COLREGS amendment
was based on a U.S. proposal to IMO to
amend COLREGS rule 23(a)(i) by
adopting the language of Inland
Navigation Rule 23 (a)(i). However, the
IMO chose to amend Annex | of the
COLREGS instead of COLREGS rule
23(a)(i).

Inland Navigation Rule 23(a)(i) was
deleted by the Coast Guard
Authorization Act of 1996 (104 P.L. 324;
110 Stat. 3901; October 19, 1996) in
order to conform the Inland Rules with
the COLREGS. This revision results in
no substantive change because the
former Inland Navigation Rule 23(a)(i)
provided that vessels less than 20
meters in length may carry their
masthead light as far forward as
practicable.

Section 84.17 Horizontal Sectors

The Coast Guard is revising 33 CFR
84.17, found in Annex | of the Inland
Rules, to allow the use of two all-round
lights screened or suitably positioned to
appear as one light at a distance of one
mile. This revision parallels the
language between the Inland Navigation
Rules and the COLREGS, and provides
an alternative to vessels that cannot
place all-round lights in a location to
meet the angular cut-off requirement of
Annex I.

On a vessel with a mast of large
diameter, such as a warship or a vessel
with a combined smoke stack and mast
configuration, it is often impracticable
to mount a single all-round light at a
sufficient distance to meet the
maximum 6 degree angular cutout

requirements of the Inland Navigation
Rules. Two unscreened all-round lights
that are 1.28 meters (4.2 feet) apart or
less will appear as one light to the
unaided eye at a minimum distance of
one nautical mile.

Seciton 87.1 Need of Assistance

The Coast Guard is revising 33 CFR
87.1, found in Annex IV to the Inland
Rules, to add survival craft radar
transponders to the list of distress
signals. The 1988 amendments to the
Safety of Life at Sea Convention
(SOLAS), in Chapter Il Part B
Regulation 6.2.2, require that cargo and
passenger ships subject to SOLAS carry
Search and Rescue Transponders
(SARTS) for use in survival craft.
SARTS automatically respond to most
surface navigation radars allowing
rescuers to quickly locate a vessel or
survival craft.

Regulatory Evaluation

This rule is not a significant
regulatory action under section 3(f) of
Executive Order 12866 and does not
require an assessment of potential costs
and benefits under section 6(a)(3) of that
order. It has not been reviewed by the
Office of Management and Budget under
that order. It is not significant under the
Regulatory Policies and Procedures of
the Department of Transportation (DOT)
(44 FR 1040; February 26, 1979).

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking
proposed requiring that barges moored
to mooring buoys display lights on the
corners of the barge, as provided in 33
CFR 88.13. This proposal was to be
required instead of the lighting
requirements of Inland Navigation Rule
30 for vessels at anchor.

The Coast Guard received several
comments questioning the original cost
estimates. After subsequent research,
the Coast Guard determined that the
average cost of a permanently fixed all-
round white light fixture and its
installation is $315). The cost to a barge
with lights on all four corners would be
$1,260 (4 lights x $315). Given these
costs, and the fact that barges moored to
mooring buoys are required to be lit as
vessels at anchor in accordance with
Inland Navigation Rule 30, the Coast
Guard decided that this provision is to
be optional. Barges moored to mooring
buoys will have the flexibility of
exhibiting all-round lights on the
corners, or continuing to exhibit vessels
at anchor lighting requirements, as
prescribed by Inland Navigation Rule
30. Therefore, the rulemaking imposes
no costs on the industry. Furthermore,
this rulemaking represents a
convenience to mariners, as they will be
able to continue to use the lighting

system that is presently an industry
practice.

The other requirements set forth in
this rulemaking impose no costs. These
amendments bring the Inland
Navigation Rules into alignment with
the COLREGS in a manner that provides
sufficient flexibility to impose no cost
upon industry or the mariner. For the
reasons set forth, the Coast Guard
expects there to be no economic impact
as a result of this rule so that a full
regulatory evaluation under paragraph
10e of the Regulatory Policies and
Procedures of DOT is unnecessary.

Small Entities

Under the Regulatory Flexibility Act
(5 U.S.C. 601 et seq.), the Coast Guard
must consider whether this rule will
have a significant impact on a
substantial number of small entities.
“Small entities”” may include (1) small
businesses and not-for-profit
organizations that are independently
owned and operated and are not
dominant in their fields, and (2)
governmental jurisdictions with
populations of less than 50,000.

A potential impact would be the cost
of purchasing and installing lights for
barges moored to mooring buoys.
However, installation of these lights are
not required. There are no required
costs of this rule. Therefore, the Coast
Guard certifies under 5 U.S.C. 605(b)
that this rule will not have a significant
impact on small entities.

Assistance for Small Entities

In accordance with section 213(a) of
the Small Business Regulatory
Enforcement Fairness Act of 1996 (Pub.
L. 104-121), the Coast Guard offers to
assist small entities in understanding
the rule so that they can better evaluate
its effects on them and participate in the
rulemaking process.

Collection of Information

This rule contains no collection of
information requirements under the
Paperwork Reduction Act (44 U.S.C.
3501 et seq.).

Federalism

The Coast Guard has analyzed this
rule in accordance with the principles
and criteria contained in Executive
Order 12612 and has determined that
this proposal does not have sufficient
federalism implications to warrant the
preparation of a Federalism Assessment.
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Under 33 U.S.C. 2071, authority to issue
regulations to implement and interpret
the Inland Navigational Rules is vested
in the Secretary of Transportation and
delegated to the Coast Guard.

Unfunded Mandates

Title Il of the Unfunded Mandates
Reform Act of 1995 (UMRA) (Pub. L.
104-4, 109 Stat. 48) requires Federal
agencies to assess the effects of certain
regulatory actions on State, local, and
tribal governments, and the private
sector. UMRA requires a written
statement of economic and regulatory
alternatives for proposed and final rules
that contain Federal mandates. A
“Federal mandate” is a new or
additional enforceable duty, imposed on
any State, local or tribal government, or
the private sector. If any Federal
mandates cause those entities to spend,
in the aggregate, $100 million or more
in any one year the UMRA analysis is
required. This rule does not impose
Federal mandates on any State, local or
tribal governments or the private sector.

Environment

The Coast Guard considered the
environmental impact of this rule and
concluded that, under section 2.B.2 of
Commandant Instruction M16475.1B,
this rulemaking is categorically
excluded from further environmental
documentation. A Categorical Exclusion
Determination is available in the docket
for inspection or copying where
indicated under ADDRESSES.

(a) A line drawn from Hatteras Inlet

longitude 75°44.9' W. 255° true to the
eastern end of Ocracoke Island.

4. Revise §80.1495 to read as follows:

§80.1495 U.S. Pacific Island Possessions.

The 72 COLREGS shall apply on the
bays, harbors, lagoons, and waters
surrounding the U.S. Pacific Island
Possessions of American Samoa, Baker,
Howland, Jarvis, Johnson, Palmyra,
Swains and Wake Islands.

Such
a barge may be lighted as a vessel at
anchor in accordance with Rule 30, or
may be lighted on the corners in
accordance with 33 CFR 88.13.

7. Add §82.7 to read as follows:

§82.7 Sidelights for unmanned barges.

An unmanned barge being towed may
use the exception of COLREGS Rule
24(h). However, this exception only
applies to the vertical sector
requirements.

8. The authority citation for part 84
continues to read as follows:

9. In §84.01, redesignate paragraphs
(b) through (c) as paragraphs (c) through
(d) and add a new paragraph (b) to read
as follows:

§84.01 Definitions.

* * * * *

(b) High-speed craft means a craft
capable of maximum speed in meters
per second (m/s) equal to or exceeding:
3.7Vo.1667: where V = displacement
corresponding to the design waterline
(meters 3).

Note to paragraph (b): The same formula
expressed in pounds and knots is maximum
speed in knots (kts) equal to exceeding 1.98
(Ibs) Vo1667; where V = displacement
corresponding to design waterline in pounds.
* * * * *

10. In §84.05, revise paragraph (a),
redesignate paragraph (b) as paragraph
(e), redesignate paragraphs (c) and (d) as
paragraphs (b) and (c), and add a new
paragraph (d) to read as follows:

§84.05 Horizontal position and spacing of
lights.

(a) Except as specified in paragraph
(e) of this section, when two masthead
lights are prescribed for a power-driven
vessel, the horizontal distance between
them must not be less than one quarter
of the length of the vessel but need not
be more than 50 meters. The forward
light must be placed not more than one
half of the length of the vessel from the
stem.

* * * * *

(d) When only one masthead light is
prescribed for a power-driven vessel,
this light must be exhibited forward of
amidships. For a vessel of less than 20
meters in length, the vessel shall exhibit
one masthead light as far forward as is
practicable.

* * * * *

11. In §84.17, add paragraph (c) to

read as follows:

§84.17 Horizontal sectors.
* * * * *

(c) If it is impracticable to comply
with paragraph (b) of this section by
exhibiting only one all-round light, two
all-round lights shall be used suitably
positioned or screened to appear, as far
as practicable, as one light at a
minimum distance of one nautical mile.

Note to paragraph (c): Tow unscreened all-
round lights that are 1.28 meters apart or less
will appear as one light to the naked eye at
a distance of one nautical mile.

12. Add §84.27 to read as follows:

§84.27 High-speed craft.

(a) The masthead light of high-speed
craft with a length to breadth ratio of
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less than 3.0 may be placed at a height
related to the breadth lower than that
prescribed in §84.03(a)(1), provided
that the base angle of the isosceles
triangle formed by the side lights and
masthead light when seen in end
elevation is not less than 27 degrees as
determined by the formula in paragraph
(b) of this section.

(b) The minimum height of masthead
light above sidelights is to be
determined by the following formula:
Tan 27°=x/v; where Y is the horizontal
distance between the sidelights and X is
the height of the forward masthead
light.

(c) A barge or group of barges at
anchor or made fast to one or more
mooring buoys or other similar device,
in lieu of the provisions of Inland
Navigation Rule 30, may carry
unobstructed all-round white lights of
an intensity to be visible for at least 1
nautical mile that meet the requirements
of §84.15 of this chapter and shall be
arranged as follows:

(1) Any barge that projects from a
group formation, shall be lighted on its
outboard corners.

(2) On assingle barge moored in water
where other vessels normally navigate
on both sides of the barge, lights shall
be placed to mark the corner extremities
of the barge.

(3) On barges moored in group
formation, moored in water where other
vessels normally navigate on both sides
of the group, lights shall be placed to
mark the corner extremities of the
group.

(d) The following are exempt from the
requirements of this section:

(1) A barge or group of barges moored
in a slip or slough used primarily for
mooring purposes.

(2) A barge or group of barges moored
behind a pierhead.

(3) A barge less than 20 meters in
length when moored in a special
anchorage area designated in
accordance with § 109.10 of this
chapter.

PART 90—INLAND RULES:
INTERPRETATIVE RULES

I. Regulatory History

We did not publish a notice of
proposed rulemaking (NPRM) for this
regulation. Under both 5 U.S.C.
553(b)(A) and (b)(B), the Coast Guard
finds this rule is exempt from notice
and comment rulemaking requirements
because these changes involve agency
organization and practices, and good
cause exists for not publishing an NPRM
for all revisions in the rule because they
are all non-substantive changes. This
rule consists only of corrections and
editorial, organizational, and
conforming amendments. These changes
will have no substantive effect on the
public; therefore, it is unnecessary to
publish an NPRM. Under 5 U.S.C.
553(d)(3), the Coast Guard finds that, for
the same reasons, good cause exists for
making this rule effective less than 30
days after publication in the Federal
Register.

II. Background and Purpose

Each year the printed edition of Title
33 of the Code of Federal Regulations is
recodified on July 1. This rule, which
becomes effective June 19, 2008, makes
technical and editorial corrections
throughout Title 33. This rule does not
create any substantive requirements.

I1I. Discussion of Rule

This rule updates Coast Guard
headquarters and field office
designations, telephone numbers, and
Web site addresses. These updates are
non-substantive and are located
throughout 33 CFR Parts 1, 62, 66, 84,
101, 104, 105, 114, 116, 118, 135, 151,
153, 154, 155, 156, 157, 159, 162, 164,
165, 174, 179, 181, 183, and 187.
Sections 80.505, 80.715, 80.805,
101.415, 126.3, 157.37, 162.75, 162.90,
162.220, and 166.200 are amended to
correct typographical and grammatical
errors. The phrase “public hearing” has
been amended to “public meeting” in
parts 115, 116, and 118. This change has
been made so as to better describe the
public’s role in commenting on
proposed bridge actions. In the past, the
Coast Guard has used the term “public
hearing” to describe the informal
process which allows the public an
opportunity to voice their opinion
regarding Coast Guard proposed bridge
actions. We have noted that the use of
the term “hearing” may cause some
confusion among members of the
public. Therefore, in an effort to clarify
the public’s role regarding proposed

bridge actions, we have removed the
word “hearing” and replaced it with
“meeting”. Changing the wording from
“hearing” to “meeting” has no
substantive effect on how the Coast
Guard currently announces or gathers
public opinion or other information
regarding bridge matters, nor will it
change the substance of the public’s
involvement in the process. Lastly, in
sections 153.103, 154.1016, 154.12186,
and 165.100, the reference to the
definition of ‘“Navigable waters” is
updated to accurately reflect where the
definition may be referenced within the
Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).

Additional amendments to parts 1, 40,
66, 80, 100, 101, 104, 110, 114, 117, 151,
155, 157, 158, 161, 162, 165, 166, 173,
and 187 are as follows:

33 CFR 1.05. In §1.05(d), we have
updated the delegation of rulemaking
authority from the Commandant to the
Assistant Commandant for Marine
Safety, Security, and Stewardship (CG—
5), the Director of the National Pollution
Fund (Director, NPFC), and the Chief,
Office of Regulations and
Administrative Law (CG—-0943). In
paragraph (e) of this section, we have
removed the authority previously
delegated to District Commanders and
associated with the establishment of
special local regulations and added it to
paragraph (f) as delegated authority to
Captains of the Port. In § 1.05-10, we
have removed the word “project” and
replaced it with “documents” so as to
clearly identify those rulemaking
documents that must be approved by
the Commandant. In § 1.05-20(c), we
have removed the word “file” and
replaced it with “docket” so as to better
identify how the public may access our
rulemaking documents. Lastly, in
§ 1.05-25, we have updated the
references to Web sites where docket
information for Coast Guard rulemaking
projects may be obtained, and we have
provided brief descriptions on how to
access those documents.

33 CFR 40.1. This section is updated
to inform the public of the forms
necessary for application to the Coast
Guard Academy.

33 CFR 66.01-45. We removed a
reference that does not exist in the CFR
and replaced it with the correct
reference.

33 CFR 80.738. We revised this
section to properly identify coordinates.
Previously, the Coast Guard described
the location of a demarcation line by
describing the location of an aid to
navigation. The aids to navigation
language has been removed, and we
have inserted coordinates to identify the
location of the demarcation line.
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33 CFR 100.114. This section updates
the location of fireworks displays within
the First Coast Guard District and
removes references to those fireworks
displays that no longer occur.

33 CFR Part 101. The Navigation and
Vessel Inspection Circular (NVIC)
references are updated in sections
101.105 and 101.510 to reflect the most
current version. NVIC’s are guidance
documents and do not impose
substantive requirements on the public.

33 CFR Part 104. Section 104.106 is
updated to clearly identify which
locations passengers may access on
passenger vessels. Section 104.292
updates references for passenger vessels
and ferries. The references were
changed as a result of the
Transportation Worker Identification
Credential rulemaking. 72 FR 3492. The
substance of the references has not
changed.

33 CFR Part 110. The geographic
coordinates in § 110.60 have been
revised to allow mariners to use the
North American Datum of 1983.
Additionally, many of the coordinates
previously listed in § 110.60 have been
relocated to a new §110.59 to better
align the areas of responsibility within
the First Coast Guard District.

Section 110.155 is corrected to
accurately identify coordinates using
NAD 83. Sections 110.245 and 110.250
are amended to properly identify Coast
Guard Sectors and Captains of the Port,
respectively.

33 CFR Part 114. Section 114.01 has
been amended to delete all references to
legal authority within the regulatory
text. Those authorities have been added
to the “Authorities” section of this part.

33 CFR Part 117. In this part, we have
updated the name of a bridge because
the city changed the name.

33 CFR Part 151. In §§151.05, 151.09,
151.30, and 151.66 the references to the
definitions for “Oceangoing ship”,
“internal waters”, and ‘navigable
waters” are updated to accurately reflect
where those definitions can be
referenced within the CFR. The
definitions have not changed.

In §151.06, we have inserted new
“special areas.” In this instance, special
areas are identified by the International
Maritime Organization (IMO). The
special areas added to this section are in
international waters and will not be
enforced by the Coast Guard.
Publication of these special areas in this
final rule will alert mariners of their
existence if they travel internationally.
Further, these special areas are not
enforced by the IMO at this time. When
the IMO elects to enforce these special
areas, the Coast Guard will initiate a
separate rulemaking to alert the public.

In the appendix to subpart D of this
part, we have removed the reference to
“U.S. EEZ” and replaced it with “waters
of the United States”. The regulatory
text associated with this appendix
requires mariners to comply with
certain regulations if operating within
the “waters of the United States”, and
the appendix erroneously conveys that
mariners must comply with certain
regulations if operating within waters of
the EEZ. This amendment will not
create a new burden on the public as it
merely aligns the appendix with the
regulatory text.

In §151.13, we have updated the list
of “special areas.”

In §151.43, the reference to 46 CFR
153.906 has been deleted because it
does not exist.

In § 151.49, the duplicate reference to
“isoppropylcyclohexane” has been
removed.

33 CFR Part 155. The authorities
section for this part is updated to
accurately reflect the applicable
authorities because a past rulemaking
(68 FR 37738) inadvertently removed
some of the applicable authorities for
this part. The deleted authorities remain
applicable, and as such, they are
reinserted. The reinserted authorities do
not create a new substantive burden on
the public.

Sections 155.1025, 155.1030, and
155.1065 are amended to reflect
updated references to the International
Convention for the Prevention of Oil
Pollution from Ships Annex I. The
changes to the references do not create
substantive burdens on the public.
Section 155.1050 is updated to add the
phrase “emergency lightering” in order
to be consistent with other sections
within this part. No new requirement is
placed on the public with the insertion
of this phrase.

33 CFR Part 157.In §157.08, the
reference to the term “territorial sea” is
updated to accurately reflect where the
definition may be referenced. The
definition has not changed.
Additionally, a few references in
Appendix A, B, and C have been
updated to accurately reflect updates to
the regulations found in Annex I of the
International Convention for the
Prevention of Pollution from Ships,
1973 as modified by the Protocol of
1978. These updates reflect a
consolidation of requirements, rather
than new requirements, and are non-
substantive in nature.

33 CFR 158.120. The reference to the
definition of “Oceangoing ship” is
updated to accurately reflect where the
definition may be referenced. The
definition has not changed.

33 CFR Part 161. We revised the
authorities section because it
erroneously identified the codified
section for “Civil penalty” as 46 U.S.C.
70117 rather than 46 U.S.C. 70119. In
§161.12, we amended the frequency
monitoring area mariners may use to
contact the Coast Guard. The mariners
have been using the updated frequency
monitoring area for years, and as such,
the change will reflect what has been in
practice for the past several years.

33 CFR Part 162. In §§162.15(a) and
162.200(a), coordinates are corrected to
accurately identify North and West
latitudinal and longitudinal coordinates;
respectively. Additionally, in
§§162.220, 162.235, and 162.270, non-
substantive clarification amendments
are made to these sections.

33 CFR Part 165. Several sections in
this part are amended to remove
regulated navigation areas that are no
longer active because of event
cancellation or project completion.
Further, the remaining associated
regulated navigation area items have
been rewritten to provide clarity.

33 CFR Part 166. In paragraph (d) of
this section, we added North and West
designations in the chart to provide
clarity.

33 CFR 173.3(g). The definition of a
“State” is amended to add the
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana
Islands. This change is nonsubstantive
as the Commonwealth of the Northern
Mariana Islands has been included as an
authoritative ““State” for purposes of
this part.

33 CFR Part 187. The definition of
“approved numbering system” is
amended to reflect “Secretary of the
Department of Homeland Security”
rather than the “Secretary of the
Department of Transportation”.

IV. Regulatory Evaluation
A. Executive Order 12866

This final rule is considered to be a
nonsignificant regulatory action under
Executive Order 12866. Additionally,
we expect no economic impact as a
result of this rule; as such a full
regulatory assessment is unnecessary.
Accordingly, this rule has not been
reviewed by the Office of Management
and Budget (OMB).

B. Small Entities

Under the Regulatory Flexibility Act
(5 U.S.C. 601-612), we have considered
whether this rule would have a
significant economic impact on a
substantial number of small entities.
The term ““small entities” comprises
small businesses, not-for-profit
organizations that are independently
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owned and operated and are not
dominant in their fields, and
governmental jurisdictions with
populations of less than 50,000. This
rule does not require a general notice of
proposed rulemaking and, therefore, is
exempt from the requirements of the
Regulatory Flexibility Act. However, the
Coast Guard certifies under 5 U.S.C.
605(b) that this final rule will not have
a significant economic impact on a
substantial number of small entities.

C. Collection of Information

This rule calls for no new collection
of information under the Paperwork
Reduction Act of 1995 (44 U.S.C. 3501—
3520).

D. Federalism

A rule has implications for federalism
under Executive Order 13132,
Federalism, if it has a substantial direct
effect on State or local governments and
would either preempt State law or
impose a substantial direct cost of
compliance on them. We have analyzed
this rule under that Order and have
determined that it does not have
implications for federalism.

E. Unfunded Mandates Reform Act

The Unfunded Mandates Reform Act
of 1995 (2 U.S.C. 1531-1538) requires
Federal agencies to assess the effects of
their discretionary regulatory actions. In
particular, the Act addresses actions
that may result in the expenditure by a
State, local, or tribal government, in the
aggregate, or by the private sector of
$100,000,000 or more in any one year.
Though this rule will not result in such
an expenditure, we do discuss the
effects of this rule elsewhere in this
preamble.

F. Taking of Private Property

This rule will not effect a taking of
private property or otherwise have
taking implications under Executive
Order 12630, Governmental Actions and
Interference with Constitutionally
Protected Property Rights.

G. Civil Justice Reform

This rule meets applicable standards
in sections 3(a) and 3(b)(2) of Executive
Order 12988, Civil Justice Reform, to
minimize litigation, eliminate
ambiguity, and reduce burden.

H. Protection of Children

We have analyzed this rule under
Executive Order 13045, Protection of
Children from Environmental Health
Risks and Safety Risks. This rule is not
an economically significant rule and
does not create an environmental risk to

health or risk to safety that may
disproportionately affect children.

I Indian Tribal Governments

This rule does not have tribal
implications under Executive Order
13175, Consultation and Coordination
with Indian Tribal Governments,
because it does not have a substantial
direct effect on one or more Indian
tribes, on the relationship between the
Federal Government and Indian tribes,
or on the distribution of power and
responsibilities between the Federal
Government and Indian tribes.

J. Energy Effects

We have analyzed this rule under
Executive Order 13211, Actions
Concerning Regulations That
Significantly Affect Energy Supply,
Distribution, or Use. We have
determined that it is not a “‘significant
energy action” under that order because
it is not a “significant regulatory action”
under Executive Order 12866 and is not
likely to have a significant adverse effect
on the supply, distribution, or use of
energy. The Administrator of the Office
of Information and Regulatory Affairs at
OMB has not designated it as a
significant energy action. Therefore, it
does not require a Statement of Energy
Effects under Executive Order 13211.

K. Technical Standards

The National Technology Transfer
and Advancement Act (NTTAA) (15
U.S.C. 272 note) directs agencies to use
voluntary consensus standards in their
regulatory activities unless the agency
provides Congress, through the Office of
Management and Budget, with an
explanation of why using these
standards would be inconsistent with
applicable law or otherwise impractical.
Voluntary consensus standards are
technical standards (e.g., specifications
of materials, performance, design, or
operation; test methods; sampling
procedures; and related management
systems practices) that are developed or
adopted by voluntary consensus
standards bodies. This rule does not use
technical standards. Therefore, we did
not consider the use of voluntary
consensus standards.

L. Environment

We have analyzed this rule under
Commandant Instruction M16475.1D,
which guides the Coast Guard in
complying with the National
Environmental Policy Act of 1969
(NEPA) (42 U.S.C. 4321-4370f), and
have concluded that there are no factors
in this case that would limit the use of
a categorical exclusion under section
2.B.2 of the Instruction. Therefore, this

rule is categorically excluded, under
figure 2—1, paragraphs (34)(a) and (b) of
the Instruction from further
environmental documentation because
this rule involves editorial, procedural,
and internal agency functions. A final
“Environmental Analysis Check List”
and a final “Categorical Exclusion
Determination” are available in the
docket where indicated under
ADDRESSES.

Regulations. This move is in accordance
with the Coast Guard and Maritime
Transportation Act of 2004, which
repeals the Inland Navigation Rules as
of the effective date of these regulations.
Future updates of the Inland Navigation
Rules will be accomplished through
rulemaking rather than legislation.
DATES: This final rule is effective May
17, 2010.

II. Basis and Purpose

In section 303 of the Coast Guard and
Maritime Transportation Authorization
Act of 2004 (Pub. L. 108-293), Congress
repealed Section 2 of the Inland
Navigation Rules Act of 1980, found in
sections 2001-2038 of Title 33 of the
United States Code. These sections

contain requirements for all vessels
navigating on U.S. inland waters and
include rules for:

e Navigation lights;

¢ Day shapes;

e Whistle signals;

¢ Conduct of vessels in restricted
visibility; and

¢ Conduct of vessels in sight of each
other.

These regulations are commonly
known as the “inland rules of the road.”
Congress also amended Section 3 of
the Inland Navigation Rules Act of 1980

to grant the Secretary of Homeland
Security authority to issue inland
navigation regulations. In doing so,
Congress specified that repeal of Section
2 (the inland navigation rules then in
effect) would not be effective until the
effective date of regulations for the
inland navigation rules. This guaranteed
there would be no gap in application of
the inland navigation rules between
being removed from the United States
Code and being added to the Code of
Federal Regulations (CFR).

The Secretary of Homeland Security
has delegated authority to develop and
enforce navigation safety regulations to
the Commandant of the Coast Guard
through Department of Homeland
Security Delegation 0170.1, Delegation
to the Commandant of the Coast Guard.
The Coast Guard has decided to use the
authority granted by Congress and
delegated by the Secretary to move the
inland navigation rules to a new Part 83
of Title 33, Code of Federal Regulations.
This is the most logical place for the
inland navigation rules, as 33 CFR parts
84 through 90 also contain requirements
for inland navigation rules as shown in
table 1. Moving the main body of the
inland navigation rules to a new part 83
is consistent with the intent of Congress
and puts all of the inland navigation
rules in one place in the Code of Federal
Regulations.

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In addition to having all of the inland
navigation rules in one location, moving
the inland navigation rules from the
United States Code to the CFR will
make it easier for the Coast Guard to
update or revise the rules, and improve
the public’s opportunity for input
regarding changes to the rules. Future
updates to the inland navigation rules
will be accomplished through
rulemaking rather than legislation, and
interested persons will be able to
participate as required by law through
the notice and comment process.

II1. Discussion of Rule

Through this final rule, the Coast
Guard moves the inland navigation
rules in their entirety from 33 U.S.C.
2001-2038 to new 33 CFR part 83,
Inland Navigation Rules.

Although the substance of the Inland
Navigation Rules has not changed, a
number of conforming changes were
made to maintain clarity in the Final
Rule:

The subparagraphs of each rule were
renumbered as necessary to conform to
the CFR standard paragraph structure.
To conform to CFR standard paragraph
structure, second-level (level “(i)”) and
third-level (level “(1)”) subparagraphs
were renumbered to conform to the CFR
standard (now designated as
subparagraphs “(1)” and “(i)”,
respectively). For example, Rule 38
paragraph (d)(iv)(2) was renumbered to
become Rule 38 paragraph (d)(4)(ii).

In § 83.185 Exemptions (Rule 38),
paragraphs (a)—(c), references to
“chapters 3, 4, and 5 of this title” were
changed to the names of the Acts which
were codified in the referenced chapter.

Also in § 83.185 Exemptions (Rule
38), in paragraph (d), references to “the
effective date of these Rules” were
changed to “the effective date of the
Inland Navigation Rules Act of 1980
(Pub. L. 96—-591). This change avoids the
ambiguous term “these Rules” which in
the old text referred to the statute, not
the new regulations at 33 CFR part 83,
and avoids inadvertently resetting
compliance deadlines for vessels built
before the effective date of this final
rule.

Note that most of the statutes referred
to in §83.185 Exemptions (Rule 38)
have been repealed. The Coast Guard
intends to address the necessity of
maintaining these exemptions through a
future rulemaking.

IV. Regulatory Analyses

We developed this rule after
considering numerous statutes and
executive orders related to rulemaking.
Below, we summarize our analyses

based on 14 of these statutes or
executive orders.

A. Administrative Procedure Act

The Coast Guard did not publish a
notice of proposed rulemaking (NPRM)
for this regulation. Under 5 U.S.C.
553(b)(B), the Coast Guard finds that
good cause exists for not publishing an
NPRM.

Under the Administrative Procedure
Act (APA) “good cause” exception at 5
U.S.C. 553(b)(B), an agency may
dispense with notice and comment
procedures if the agency finds that
following these APA requirements
would be “impracticable, unnecessary,
or contrary to the public interest.” See
Jeffrey L. Lubbers, A Guide to Federal
Agency Rulemaking (4th ed.) 105-109
(2006) for a discussion of agency
findings of good cause in lieu of notice
and comment procedures.

“Unnecessary” for the purpose of the
good cause exceptions to the
requirements of the APA, refers to “the
issuance of a minor rule in which the
public is not particularly interested.”
United States Department of Justice,
Attorney General’s Manual on the
Administrative Procedure Act at 31
(1947). Its use should be “confined to
those situations in which the
administrative rule is a routine
determination, insignificant in nature
and impact, and inconsequential to the
industry and to the public.” Utility Solid
Waste Activities Group v. EPA, 236 F.3d
749, 755 (DC Cir. 2001), citing South
Carolina v. Block, 558 F.Supp. 1004,
1016 (D.S.C. 1983).

This rulemaking makes no change to
the substance of the Inland Navigation
Rules; the only changes are to which
branch of the Federal government
manages the Inland Navigation Rules
(the Executive, through the Department
of Homeland Security and the U.S.
Coast Guard, instead of Congress) and
where those rules are written (the CFR
instead of the U.S.C.). There will be no
impact on the mariner or the public,
with the exception that a mariner who
seeks a change in the inland rules will
have the option of requesting a
regulatory change under 33 CFR 1.05-20
instead of being required to petition
Congress for a legislative change. The
APA’s good cause exception thus
applies to the notice and comment
requirement, as that requirement is
unnecessary for this rulemaking.

B. Regulatory Planning and Review
(Executive Order 12866)

This rule is not a significant
regulatory action under section 3(f) of
Executive Order 12866, Regulatory
Planning and Review, and does not

require an assessment of potential costs
and benefits under section 6(a)(3) of that
Order. The Office of Management and
Budget has not reviewed it under that
Order.

By this final rule, the Coast Guard
moves the Inland Navigation Rules in
their entirety from Title 33 U.S.C. to
Title 33 CFR part 83. This final rule
contains requirements for all vessels
navigating on U.S. inland waters,
including commercial, recreational, and
government vessels. We expect no
additional costs to the public or
industry from this final rule because all
vessels that operate in the United States
are currently required by statute to
follow the inland navigation rules. This
rule will not change the current
obligations and responsibilities of
mariners.

This final rule allows the Coast Guard
to make more timely changes to the
regulations, easing the burden of
revising the rules. In this case, the Coast
Guard would use the rulemaking
process rather than seeking legislation.

C. Small Entities

Under the Regulatory Flexibility Act
(5 U.S.C. 601-612), we have considered
whether this rule would have a
significant economic impact on a
substantial number of small entities.
The term “small entities” comprises
small businesses, not-for-profit
organizations that are independently
owned and operated and are not
dominant in their fields, and
governmental jurisdictions with
populations of less than 50,000.

A Regulatory Flexibility Act (RFA)
analysis is not required when the
agency finds good cause that notice and
public procedure thereon are
impracticable, unnecessary, or contrary
to the public interest. The Coast Guard
determined that this rule is exempt from
notice and comment procedures
pursuant to 5 U.S.C. 553(b)(B).
Therefore, an RFA analysis is not
required for this final rule. See the
“Administrative Procedure Act” section
of this rule for additional details on this
determination.

D. Assistance for Small Entities

Under section 213(a) of the Small
Business Regulatory Enforcement
Fairness Act of 1996 (Pub. L. 104-121),
we offer to assist small entities in
understanding the rule so that they can
better evaluate its effects on them and
participate in the rulemaking. If the rule
will affect your small business,
organization, or governmental
jurisdiction and you have questions
concerning its provisions or options for
compliance, please consult Lieutenant
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Scott Medeiros, Office of Waterways
Management by telephone at 202—-372—
1565. The Coast Guard will not retaliate
against small entities that question or
complain about this rule or any policy
or action of the Coast Guard.

Small businesses may send comments
on the actions of Federal employees
who enforce or otherwise determine
compliance with Federal regulations to
the Small Business and Agriculture
Regulatory Enforcement Ombudsman
and the Regional Small Business
Regulatory Fairness Boards. The
Ombudsman evaluates these actions
annually and rates each agency’s
responsiveness to small business. If you
wish to comment on actions by
employees of the Coast Guard, call 1-
888—REG—FAIR (1-888-734—-3247).

E. Collection of Information

This rule calls for no new collection
of information under the Paperwork
Reduction Act of 1995 (44 U.S.C. 3501—
3520).

F. Federalism

A rule has implications for federalism
under Executive Order 13132,
Federalism, if it has a substantial direct
effect on State or local governments and
would either preempt State law or
impose a substantial direct cost of
compliance on them. We have analyzed
this rule under that Order and have
determined that it does not have
implications for federalism.

G. Unfunded Mandates Reform Act

The Unfunded Mandates Reform Act
of 1995 (2 U.S.C. 1531-1538) requires
Federal agencies to assess the effects of
their discretionary regulatory actions. In
particular, the Act addresses actions
that may result in the expenditure by a
State, local, or Tribal government, in the
aggregate, or by the private sector of
$100,000,000 or more (adjusted for
inflation) in any one year. Though this
rule will not result in such an
expenditure, we do discuss the effects of
this rule elsewhere in this preamble.

H. Taking of Private Property

This rule will not cause a taking of
private property or otherwise have
taking implications under Executive
Order 12630, Governmental Actions and
Interference with Constitutionally
Protected Property Rights.

I Civil Justice Reform

This rule meets applicable standards
in sections 3(a) and 3(b)(2) of Executive
Order 12988, Civil Justice Reform, to
minimize litigation, eliminate
ambiguity, and reduce burden.

J. Protection of Children

We have analyzed this rule under
Executive Order 13045, Protection of
Children from Environmental Health
Risks and Safety Risks. This rule is not
an economically significant rule and
does not create an environmental risk to
health or risk to safety that may
disproportionately affect children.

K. Indian Tribal Governments

This rule does not have Tribal
implications under Executive Order
13175, Consultation and Coordination
with Indian Tribal Governments,
because it does not have a substantial
direct effect on one or more Indian
Tribes, on the relationship between the
Federal Government and Indian Tribes,
or on the distribution of power and
responsibilities between the Federal
Government and Indian Tribes.

L. Energy Effects

We have analyzed this rule under
Executive Order 13211, Actions
Concerning Regulations That
Significantly Affect Energy Supply,
Distribution, or Use. We have
determined that it is not a “significant
energy action” under that order because
it is not a “significant regulatory action”
under Executive Order 12866 and is not
likely to have a significant adverse effect
on the supply, distribution, or use of
energy. The Administrator of the Office
of Information and Regulatory Affairs
has not designated it as a significant
energy action. Therefore, it does not
require a Statement of Energy Effects
under Executive Order 13211.

M. Technical Standards

The National Technology Transfer
and Advancement Act (NTTAA) (15
U.S.C. 272 note) directs agencies to use
voluntary consensus standards in their
regulatory activities unless the agency
provides Congress, through the Office of
Management and Budget (OMB), with
an explanation of why using these
standards would be inconsistent with
applicable law or otherwise impractical.
Voluntary consensus standards are
technical standards (e.g., specifications
of materials, performance, design, or
operation; test methods; sampling
procedures; and related management
systems practices) that are developed or
adopted by voluntary consensus
standards bodies.

This rule does not use technical
standards. Therefore, we did not
consider the use of voluntary consensus
standards.

N. Environment

We have analyzed this rule under
Department of Homeland Security

Management Directive 023-01 and
Commandant Instruction M16475.1D,
which guide the Coast Guard in
complying with the National
Environmental Policy Act of 1969
(NEPA) (42 U.S.C. 4321-4370f), and
have concluded that this action is one
of a category of actions which do not
individually or cumulatively have a
significant effect on the human
environment. This rule is categorically
excluded under section 2.B.2, figure 2—
1, paragraphs (34)(a) and (34)(i) of the
Instruction. This rule involves
regulations which are editorial or
procedural, such as those updating
addresses or establishing application
procedures, and also involves
regulations in aid of navigation. An
environmental analysis checklist and a
categorical exclusion determination are
available in the docket where indicated
under ADDRESSES.

Subpart A—General

§83.01 Application (Rule 1).

(a) United States inland waters and
Canadian waters of the Great Lakes.
These Rules apply to all vessels upon
the inland waters of the United States,
and to vessels of the United States on
the Canadian waters of the Great Lakes
to the extent that there is no conflict
with Canadian law.

(b) International Regulations.

(1) These Rules constitute special
rules made by an appropriate authority
within the meaning of Rule 1(b) of the
International Regulations.

(2) All vessels complying with the
construction and equipment
requirements of the International
Regulations are considered to be in
compliance with these Rules.

(c) Special rules. Nothing in these
Rules shall interfere with the operation
of any special rules made by the
Secretary of the Navy with respect to
additional station or signal lights and
shapes or whistle signals for ships of
war and vessels proceeding under
convoy, or by the Secretary with respect
to additional station or signal lights and
shapes for fishing vessels engaged in
fishing as a fleet. These additional
station or signal lights and shapes or
whistle signals shall, so far as possible,
be such that they cannot be mistaken for
any light, shape, or signal authorized
elsewhere under these Rules. Notice of
such special rules shall be published in
the Federal Register and, after the
effective date specified in such notice,

they shall have effect as if they were a
part of these Rules.

(d) Traffic regulation schemes; vessel
traffic service regulations. Traffic
separation schemes may be established
for the purpose of these Rules. Vessel
traffic service regulations may be in
effect in certain areas.

(e) Alternative compliance. Whenever
the Secretary determines that a vessel or
class of vessels of special construction
or purpose cannot comply fully with the
provisions of any of these Rules with
respect to the number, position, range,
or arc of visibility of lights or shapes, as
well as to the disposition and
characteristics of sound-signaling
appliances, the vessel shall comply with
such other provisions in regard to the
number, position, range, or arc of
visibility of lights or shapes, as well as
to the disposition and characteristics of
sound-signaling appliances, as the
Secretary shall have determined to be
the closest possible compliance with
these Rules. The Secretary may issue a
certificate of alternative compliance for
a vessel or class of vessels specifying the
closest possible compliance with these
Rules. The Secretary of the Navy shall
make these determinations and issue
certificates of alternative compliance for
vessels of the Navy.

(f) Acceptance of certificates of
alternative compliance from contracting
parties to International Regulations. The
Secretary may accept a certificate of
alternative compliance issued by a
contracting party to the International
Regulations if he determines that the
alternative compliance standards of the
contracting party are substantially the
same as those of the United States.

§83.02 Responsibility (Rule 2).

(a) Exoneration. Nothing in these
Rules shall exonerate any vessel, or the
owner, master, or crew thereof, from the
consequences of any neglect to comply
with these Rules or of the neglect of any
precaution which may be required by
the ordinary practice of seamen, or by
the special circumstances of the case.

(b) Departure from rules when
necessary to avoid immediate danger. In
construing and complying with these
Rules due regard shall be had to all
dangers of navigation and collision and
to any special circumstances, including
the limitations of the vessels involved,
which may make a departure from these
Rules necessary to avoid immediate
danger.

§83.03 Definitions (Rule 3).

For the purpose of these Rules and
this chapter, except where the context
otherwise requires:

(a) Vessel includes every description
of water craft, including
nondisplacement craft and seaplanes,
used or capable of being used as a
means of transportation on water;

(b) Power-driven vessel means any
vessel propelled by machinery;

(c) Sailing vessel means any vessel
under sail provided that propelling
machinery, if fitted, is not being used;

(d) Vessel engaged in fishing means
any vessel fishing with nets, lines,
trawls, or other fishing apparatus which
restricts maneuverability, but does not
include a vessel fishing with trolling
lines or other fishing apparatus which
do not restrict maneuverability;

(e) Seaplane includes any aircraft
designed to maneuver on the water;

(f) Vessel not under command means
a vessel which, through some
exceptional circumstance, is unable to
maneuver as required by these Rules
and is therefore unable to keep out of
the way of another vessel;

(g) Vessel restricted in her ability to
maneuver means a vessel which, from
the nature of her work, is restricted in
her ability to maneuver as required by
these Rules and is therefore unable to
keep out of the way of another vessel;
vessels restricted in their ability to
maneuver include, but are not limited
to:

(1) A vessel engaged in laying,
servicing, or picking up a navigation
mark, submarine cable, or pipeline;

(2) A vessel engaged in dredging,
surveying, or underwater operations;

(3) A vessel engaged in replenishment
or transferring persons, provisions, or
cargo while underway;

(4) A vessel engaged in the launching
or recovery of aircraft;

(5) A vessel engaged in mineclearance
operations; and

(6) A vessel engaged in a towing
operation such as severely restricts the
towing vessel and her tow in their
ability to deviate from their course.

(h) Underway means that a vessel is
not at anchor, or

made fast to the shore, or aground;

(i) Length and breadth of a vessel
mean her length overall and greatest
breadth;

(j) Vessels shall be deemed to be in
sight of one another only when one can
be observed visually from the other;

(k) Restricted visibility means any
condition in which visibility is
restricted by fog, mist, falling snow,
heavy rainstorms, sandstorms, or any
other similar causes;

(1) Western Rivers means the
Mississippi River, its tributaries, South
Pass, and Southwest Pass, to the
navigational demarcation lines dividing
the high seas from harbors, rivers, and
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other inland waters of the United States,
and the Port Allen-Morgan City
Alternate Route, and that part of the
Atchafalaya River above its junction
with the Port Allen-Morgan City
Alternate Route including the Old River
and the Red River;

(m) Great Lakes means the Great
Lakes and their connecting and tributary
waters including the Calumet River as
far as the Thomas J. O’Brien Lock and
Controlling Works (between mile 326
and 327), the Chicago River as far as the
east side of the Ashland Avenue Bridge
(between mile 321 and 322), and the
Saint Lawrence River as far east as the
lower exit of Saint Lambert Lock;

(n) Secretary means the Secretary of
the Department in which the Coast
Guard is Operating;

(0) Inland Waters means the navigable
waters of the United States shoreward of
the navigational demarcation lines
dividing the high seas from harbors,
rivers, and other inland waters of the
United States and the waters of the
Great Lakes on the United States side of
the International Boundary;

(p) Inland Rules or Rules mean the
Inland Navigational Rules and the
annexes thereto, which govern the
conduct of vessels and specify the
lights, shapes, and sound signals that
apply on inland waters; and

(q) International Regulations means
the International Regulations for
Preventing Collisions at Sea, 1972,
including annexes currently in force for
the United States.

Subpart B—Steering and Sailing Rules

Conduct of Vessels in Any Condition of
Visibility
§83.04 Application (Rule 4).

Rules in this subpart apply in any
condition of visibility.

§83.05 Look-out (Rule 5).

Every vessel shall at all times
maintain a proper look-out by sight and
hearing as well as by all available means
appropriate in the prevailing
circumstances and conditions so as to
make a full appraisal of the situation
and of the risk of collision.

§83.06 Safe speed (Rule 6).

Every vessel shall at all times proceed
at a safe speed so that she can take
proper and effective action to avoid
collision and be stopped within a
distance appropriate to the prevailing
circumstances and conditions.

In determining a safe speed the
following factors shall be among those
taken into account:

(a) By all vessels:

(1) The state of visibility;

(2) The traffic density including
concentration of fishing vessels or any
other vessels;

(3) The maneuverability of the vessel
with special reference to stopping
distance and turning ability in the
prevailing conditions;

(4) At night the presence of
background light such as from shores
lights or from back scatter of her own
lights;

(5) The state of wind, sea, and current,
and the proximity of navigational
hazards;

(6) The draft in relation to the
available depth of water.

(b) Additionally, by vessels with
operational radar:

(1) The characteristics, efficiency and
limitations of the radar equipment;

(2) Any constraints imposed by the
radar range scale in use;

(3) The effect on radar detection of the
sea state, weather, and other sources of
interference;

(4) The possibility that small vessels,
ice and other floating objects may not be
detected by radar at an adequate range;

(5) The number, location, and
movement of vessels detected by radar;
and

(6) The more exact assessment of the
visibility that may be possible when
radar is used to determine the range of
vessels or other objects in the vicinity.

§83.07 Risk of collision (Rule 7).

(a) Determination if risk exists. Every
vessel shall use all available means
appropriate to the prevailing
circumstances and conditions to
determine if risk of collision exists. If
there is any doubt such risk shall be
deemed to exist.

(b) Radar. Proper use shall be made of
radar equipment if fitted and
operational, including long-range
scanning to obtain early warning of risk
of collision and radar plotting or
equivalent systematic observation of
detected objects.

(c) Scanty information. Assumptions
shall not be made on the basis of scanty
information, especially scanty radar
information.

(d) Considerations taken into account
in determining if risk exists. In
determining if risk of collision exists the
following considerations shall be among
those taken into account:

(1) Such risk shall be deemed to exist
if the compass bearing of an
approaching vessel does not appreciably
change; and

(2) Such risk may sometimes exist
even when an appreciable bearing
change is evident, particularly when
approaching a very large vessel or a tow
or when approaching a vessel at close
range.

§83.08 Action to avoid collision (Rule 8).

(a) General characteristics of action
taken to avoid collision. Any action
taken to avoid collision shall, if the
circumstances of the case admit, be
positive, made in ample time and with
due regard to the observance of good
seamanship.

(b) Readily apparent alterations in
course or speed. Any alteration of
course or speed to avoid collision shall,
if the circumstances of the case admit,
be large enough to be readily apparent
to another vessel observing visually or
by radar; a succession of small
alterations of course or speed should be
avoided.

(c) Alteration of course to avoid close-
quarters situation. If there is sufficient
sea room, alteration of course alone may
be the most effective action to avoid a
close-quarters situation provided that it
is made in good time, is substantial and
does not result in another close-quarters
situation.

(d) Action to result in passing at safe
distance. Action taken to avoid collision
with another vessel shall be such as to
result in passing at a safe distance. The
effectiveness of the action shall be
carefully checked until the other vessel
is finally past and clear.

(e) Slackening of vessel speed;
stopping or reversing means of
propulsion. If necessary to avoid
collision or allow more time to assess
the situation, a vessel shall slacken her
speed or take all way off by stopping or
reversing her means of propulsion.

(f) Early action to allow room for safe
passage:

(1) A vessel which, by any of these
Rules, is required not to impede the
passage or safe passage of another vessel
shall, when required by the
circumstances of the case, take early
action to allow sufficient sea room for
the safe passage of the other vessel.

(2) A vessel required not to impede
the passage or safe passage of another
vessel is not relieved of this obligation
if approaching the other vessel so as to
involve risk of collision and shall, when
taking action, have full regard to the
action which may be required by the
Rules of this part.

(3) A vessel the passage of which is
not to be impeded remains fully obliged
to comply with the Rules of this part
when the two vessels are approaching
one another so as to involve risk of
collision.

§83.09 Narrow channels (Rule 9).

(a) Keeping near to outer limit of
channel or fairway which lies on
vessel’s starboard side; exception.

(1) A vessel proceeding along the
course of a narrow channel or fairway
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shall keep as near to the outer limit of
the channel or fairway which lies on her
starboard side as is safe and practicable.

(2) Notwithstanding paragraph (a)(1)
and Rule 14(a), a power-driven vessel
operating in narrow channels or
fairways on the Great Lakes, Western
Rivers, or waters specified by the
Secretary, and proceeding downbound
with a following current shall have the
right-of-way over an upbound vessel,
shall propose the manner and place of
passage, and shall initiate the
maneuvering signals prescribed by Rule
34(a)(1), as appropriate. The vessel
proceeding upbound against the current
shall hold as necessary to permit safe
passing.

(b) Vessels of less than 20 meters in
length; sailing vessels. A vessel of less
than 20 meters in length or a sailing
vessel shall not impede the passage of
a vessel that can safely navigate only
within a narrow channel or fairway.

(c) Vessels engaged in fishing. A
vessel engaged in fishing shall not
impede the passage of any other vessel
navigating within a narrow channel or
fairway.

(d) Crossing narrow channels or
fairways. A vessel shall not cross a
narrow channel or fairway if such
crossing impedes the passage of a vessel
which can safely navigate only within
that channel or fairway. The latter
vessel shall use the danger signal
prescribed in Rule 34(d) if in doubt as
to the intention of the crossing vessel.

(e) Overtaking vessels.

(1) In a narrow channel or fairway
when overtaking, the power-driven
vessel intending to overtake another
power-driven vessel shall indicate her
intention by sounding the appropriate
signal prescribed in Rule 34(c) and take
steps to permit safe passing. The power-
driven vessel being overtaken, if in
agreement, shall sound the same signal
and may, if specifically agreed to, take
steps to permit safe passing. If in doubt
she shall sound the danger signal
prescribed in Rule 34(d).

(2) This Rule does not relieve the
overtaking vessel of her obligation
under Rule 13.

(f) Areas of obscured visibility due to
intervening obstructions. A vessel
nearing a bend or an area of a narrow
channel or fairway where other vessels
may be obscured by an intervening
obstruction shall navigate with
particular alertness and caution and
shall sound the appropriate signal
prescribed in Rule 34(e).

(g) Avoidance of anchoring in narrow
channels. Every vessel shall, if the
circumstances of the case admit, avoid
anchoring in a narrow channel.

§83.10 Traffic separation schemes (Rule
10).

(a) Obligations under other Rules
unaffected. This Rule applies to traffic
separation schemes and does not relieve
any vessel of her obligation under any
other Rule.

(b) Duties for vessel using scheme. A
vessel using a traffic separation scheme
shall:

(1) Proceed in the appropriate traffic
lane in the general direction of traffic
flow for that lane;

(2) So far as practicable keep clear of
a traffic separation line or separation
Zone;

(3) Normally join or leave a traffic
lane at the termination of the lane, but
when joining or leaving from either side
shall do so at as small an angle to the
general direction of traffic flow as
practicable.

(c) Crossing traffic lanes. A vessel
shall, so far as practicable, avoid
crossing traffic lanes but if obliged to do
so shall cross on a heading as nearly as
practicable at right angles to the general
direction of traffic flow.

(d) Use of inshore traffic lane.

(1) A vessel shall not use an inshore
traffic zone when she can safely use the
appropriate traffic lane within the
adjacent traffic separation scheme.
However, vessels of less than twenty
meters in length, sailing vessels, and
vessels engaged in fishing may use the
inshore traffic zone.

(2) Notwithstanding subparagraph
(d)(1), a vessel may use an inshore
traffic zone when en route to or from a
port, offshore installation or structure,
pilot station, or any other place situated
within the inshore traffic zone, or to
avoid immediate danger.

(e) Entering separation zone or
crossing separation line. A vessel other
than a crossing vessel or a vessel joining
or leaving a lane shall not normally
enter a separation zone or cross a
separation line except:

(1) In cases of emergency to avoid
immediate danger; or

(2) To engage in fishing within a
separation zone.

(f) Caution in areas near termination
of scheme. A vessel navigating in areas
near the terminations of traffic
separation schemes shall do so with
particular caution.

(g) Anchoring. A vessel shall so far as
practicable avoid anchoring in a traffic
separation scheme or in areas near its
terminations.

(h) Avoidance of scheme. A vessel not
using a traffic separation scheme shall
avoid it by as wide a margin as is
practicable.

(i) Fishing vessels. A vessel engaged
in fishing shall not impede the passage
of any vessel following a traffic lane.

(j) Power-driven vessels. A vessel of
less than twenty meters in length or a
sailing vessel shall not impede the safe
passage of a power-driven vessel
following a traffic lane.

(k) Exemption; maintenance of safety
of navigation. A vessel restricted in her
ability to maneuver when engaged in an
operation for the maintenance of safety
of navigation in a traffic separation
scheme is exempted from complying
with this Rule to the extent necessary to
carry out the operation.

(1) Exemption; laying, servicing, or
picking up submarine cable.

A vessel restricted in her ability to
maneuver when engaged in an operation
for the laying, servicing, or picking up
of a submarine cable, within a traffic
separation scheme, is exempted from
complying with this Rule to the extent
necessary to carry out the operation.

Conduct of Vessels in Sight of One
Another

§83.11 Application (Rule 11).
Rules in this subpart apply to vessels
in sight of one another.

§83.12 Sailing vessels (Rule 12).

(a) Keeping out of the way. When two
sailing vessels are approaching one
another, so as to involve risk of
collision, one of them shall keep out of
the way of the other as follows:

(1) When each has the wind on a
different side, the vessel which has the
wind on the port side shall keep out of
the way of the other;

(2) When both have the wind on the
same side, the vessel which is to
windward shall keep out of the way of
the vessel which is to leeward; and

(3) If a vessel with the wind on the
port side sees a vessel to windward and
cannot determine with certainty
whether the other vessel has the wind
on the port or on the starboard side, she
shall keep out of the way of the other.

(b) Windward side. For the purpose of
this Rule the windward side shall be
deemed to be the side opposite to that
on which the mainsail is carried or, in
the case of a square-rigged vessel, the
side opposite to that on which the
largest fore-and-aft sail is carried.

§83.13 Overtaking (Rule 13).

(a) Overtaking vessel to keep out of
the overtaken vessel’s way.
Notwithstanding anything contained in
Rules 4 through 18, any vessel
overtaking any other shall keep out of
the way of the vessel being overtaken.

(b) Overtaking vessel defined. A
vessel shall be deemed to be overtaking
when coming up with another vessel
from a direction more than 22.5 degrees
abaft her beam; that is, in such a
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position with reference to the vessel she
is overtaking, that at night she would be
able to see only the sternlight of that
vessel but neither of her sidelights.

(c) Assumption that vessel is
overtaking another in cases of doubt.
When a vessel is in any doubt as to
whether she is overtaking another, she
shall assume that this is the case and act
accordingly.

(d) Overtaking vessel to become
crossing vessel only when finally past
and clear. Any subsequent alteration of
the bearing between the two vessels
shall not make the overtaking vessel a
crossing vessel within the meaning of
these Rules or relieve her of the duty of
keeping clear of the overtaken vessel
until she is finally past and clear.

§83.14 Head-on situation (Rule 14).

(a) Course alterations to starboard;
port side passage. Unless otherwise
agreed, when two power-driven vessels
are meeting on reciprocal or nearly
reciprocal courses so as to involve risk
of collision each shall alter her course
to starboard so that each shall pass on
the port side of the other.

(b) Existence of head-on situation.
Such a situation shall be deemed to
exist when a vessel sees the other ahead
or nearly ahead and by night she could
see the masthead lights of the other in
a line or nearly in a line or both
sidelights and by day she observes the
corresponding aspect of the other vessel.

(c) Assumption that head-on situation
exists in cases of doubt. When a vessel
is in any doubt as to whether such a
situation exists she shall assume that it
does exist and act accordingly.

(d) Vessel operating on Great Lakes,
Western Rivers, or other specified
waters, and proceeding downbound
with following current. Notwithstanding
paragraph (a) of this Rule, a power-
driven vessel operating on the Great
Lakes, Western Rivers, or waters
specified by the Secretary, and
proceeding downbound with a
following current shall have the right-of-
way over an upbound vessel, shall
propose the manner of passage, and
shall initiate the maneuvering signals
prescribed by Rule 34(a)(1), as
appropriate.

§83.15 Crossing situation (Rule 15).

(a) Vessel which must keep out of the
other vessel’s way. When two power-
driven vessels are crossing so as to
involve risk of collision, the vessel
which has the other on her starboard
side shall keep out of the way and shall,
if the circumstances of the case admit,
avoid crossing ahead of the other vessel.

(b) Vessels crossing river.
Notwithstanding paragraph (a), on the

Great Lakes, Western Rivers, or water
specified by the Secretary, a power-
driven vessel crossing a river shall keep
out of the way of a power-driven vessel
ascending or descending the river.

§83.16 Action by give-way vessel (Rule
16).

Every vessel which is directed to keep
out of the way of another vessel shall,
so far as possible, take early and
substantial action to keep well clear.

§83.17 Action by stand-on vessel (Rule
17).

(a) Stand-on vessel to keep course and
speed; action allowed when give-way
vessel fails to take appropriate action.

(1) Where one of two vessels is to
keep out of the way, the other shall keep
her course and speed.

(2) The latter vessel may, however,
take action to avoid collision by her
maneuver alone, as soon as it becomes
apparent to her that the vessel required
to keep out of the way is not taking
appropriate action in compliance with
these Rules.

(b) Action by stand-on vessel allowed
when action by give-way vessel alone
cannot avoid collision. When, from any
cause, the vessel required to keep her
course and speed finds herself so close
that collision cannot be avoided by the
action of the give-way vessel alone, she
shall take such action as will best aid to
avoid collision.

(c) Crossing situations. A power-
driven vessel which takes action in a
crossing situation in accordance with
subparagraph (a)(2) of this Rule to avoid
collision with another power-driven
vessel shall, if the circumstances of the
case admit, not alter course to port for
a vessel on her own port side.

(d) Give-way vessel not relieved of
obligation to keep out of the way. This
Rule does not relieve the give-way
vessel of her obligation to keep out of
the way.

§83.18 Responsibilities between vessels
(Rule 18).

Except where Rules 9, 10, and 13
otherwise require:

(a) Power-driven vessels underway. A
power-driven vessel underway shall
keep out of the way of:

(1) A vessel not under command;

(2) A vessel restricted in her ability to
maneuver;

(3) A vessel engaged in fishing; and

(4) A sailing vessel.

(b) Sailing vessels underway. A sailing
vessel underway shall keep out of the
way of:

(1) A vessel not under command;

(2) A vessel restricted in her ability to
maneuver; and

(3) A vessel engaged in fishing.

(c) Vessels engaged in fishing when
underway. A vessel engaged in fishing
when underway shall, so far as possible,
keep out of the way of:

(1) A vessel not under command; and

(2) A vessel restricted in her ability to
maneuver.

(d) Seaplanes on the water. A
seaplane on the water shall, in general,
keep well clear of all vessels and avoid
impeding their navigation. In
circumstances, however, where risk of
collision exists, she shall comply with
the Rules of this part.

Conduct of Vessels in Restricted
Visibility

§83.19 Conduct of vessels in restricted
visibility (Rule 19).

(a) Vessels to which rule applies. This
Rule applies to vessels not in sight of
one another when navigating in or near
an area of restricted visibility.

(b) Safe speed; engines ready for
immediate maneuver. Every vessel shall
proceed at a safe speed adapted to the
prevailing circumstances and conditions
of restricted visibility. A power-driven
vessel shall have her engines ready for
immediate maneuver.

(c) Due regard to prevailing
circumstances and conditions. Every
vessel shall have due regard to the
prevailing circumstances and conditions
of restricted visibility when complying
with Rules 4 through 10.

(d) Detection of vessel by radar alone.
A vessel which detects by radar alone
the presence of another vessel shall
determine if a close-quarters situation is
developing or risk of collision exists. If
so, she shall take avoiding action in
ample time, provided that when such
action consists of an alteration of
course, so far as possible the following
shall be avoided:

(1) An alteration of course to port for
a vessel forward of the beam, other than
for a vessel being overtaken; and

(2) An alteration of course toward a
vessel abeam or abaft the beam.

(e) Reduction of speed to minimum.
Except where it has been determined
that a risk of collision does not exist,
every vessel which hears apparently
forward of her beam the fog signal of
another vessel, or which cannot avoid a
close-quarters situation with another
vessel forward of her beam, shall reduce
her speed to the minimum at which she
can be kept on course. She shall if
necessary take all her way off and, in
any event, navigate with extreme
caution until danger of collision is over.
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Subpart C—Lights and Shapes

§83.20 Application (Rule 20).

(a) Compliance in all weathers. Rules
in this part shall be complied with in all
weathers.

(b) Rules concerning lights complied
with from sunset to sunrise; other lights.
The Rules concerning lights shall be
complied with from sunset to sunrise,
and during such times no other lights
shall be exhibited, except such lights as
cannot be mistaken for the lights
specified in these Rules or do not impair
their visibility or distinctive character,
or interfere with the keeping of a proper
lookout.

(c) Lights during daylight hours in
restricted visibility; other circumstances.
The lights prescribed by these Rules
shall, if carried, also be exhibited from
sunrise to sunset in restricted visibility
and may be exhibited in all other
circumstances when it is deemed
necessary.

(d) Rules concerning shapes;
compliance by day. The Rules
concerning shapes shall be complied
with by day.

(e) Annex. The lights and shapes
specified in these Rules shall comply
with the provisions of Annex I of these
Rules.

§83.21 Definitions (Rule 21).

(a) Masthead light means a white light
placed over the fore and aft centerline
of the vessel showing an unbroken light
over an arc of the horizon of 225 degrees
and so fixed as to show the light from
right ahead to 22.5 degrees abaft the
beam on either side of the vessel, except
that on a vessel of less than 12 meters
in length the masthead light shall be
placed as nearly as practicable to the
fore and aft centerline of the vessel.

(b) Sidelights mean a green light on
the starboard side and a red light on the
port side each showing an unbroken
light over an arc of the horizon of 112.5
degrees and so fixed as to show the light
from right ahead to 22.5 degrees abaft
the beam on its respective side. On a
vessel of less than 20 meters in length
the side lights may be combined in one
lantern carried on the fore and aft
centerline of the vessel, except that on
a vessel of less than 12 meters in length
the sidelights when combined in one
lantern shall be placed as nearly as
practicable to the fore and aft centerline
of the vessel.

(c) Sternlight means a white light
placed as nearly as practicable at the
stern showing an unbroken light over an
arc of the horizon of 135 degrees and so
fixed as to show the light 67.5 degrees
from right aft on each side of the vessel.

(d) Towing light means a yellow light
having the same characteristics as the
“sternlight” defined in paragraph (c) of
this Rule.

(e) All-round light means a light
showing an unbroken light over an arc
of the horizon of 360 degrees.

(f) Flashing light means a light
flashing at regular intervals at a
frequency of 120 flashes or more per
minute.

(g) Special flashing light means a
yellow light flashing at regular intervals
at a frequency of 50 to 70 flashes per
minute, placed as far forward and as
nearly as practicable on the fore and aft
centerline of the tow and showing an
unbroken light over an arc of the
horizon of not less than 180 degrees nor
more than 225 degrees and so fixed as
to show the light from right ahead to
abeam and no more than 22.5 degrees
abaft the beam on either side of the
vessel.

§83.22 Visibility of lights (Rule 22).

The lights prescribed in these Rules
shall have an intensity as specified in
Annex I to these Rules, so as to be
visible at the following minimum
ranges:

(a) Vessel of 50 meters or more in
length. In a vessel of 50 meters or more
in length:

(1) A masthead light, 6 miles;

(2) A sidelight, 3 miles;

(3) A sternlight, 3 miles;

(4) A towing light, 3 miles;

(5) A white, red, green or yellow all-
round light, 3 miles; and

(6) A special flashing light, 2 miles.

(b) Vessels of 12 meters or more in
length but less than 50 meters in length.
In a vessel of 12 meters or more in
length but less than 50 meters in length:

(1) A masthead light, 5 miles; except
that where the length of the vessel is
less than 20 meters, 3 miles;

(2) A sidelight, 2 miles;

(3) A sternlight, 2 miles;

(4) A towing light, 2 miles;

(5) A white, red, green or yellow all-
round light, 2 miles; and

(6) A special flashing light, 2 miles.

(c) Vessels of less than 12 meters in
length. In a vessel of less than 12 meters
in length:

(1) A masthead light, 2 miles;

(2) A sidelight, 1 mile;

(3) A sternlight, 2 miles;

(4) A towing light, 2 miles;

(5) A white, red, green or yellow all-
round light, 2 miles; and

(6) A special flashing light, 2 miles.

(d) An inconspicuous, partly
submerged vessel or objects being
towed. In an inconspicuous, partly
submerged vessel or objects being
towed:

(1) A white all-round light, 3 miles.

§83.23 Power-driven vessels underway
(Rule 23).

(a) Lights exhibited by power-driven
vessels underway. A power-driven
vessel underway shall exhibit:

(1) A masthead light forward;

(2) A second masthead light abaft of
and higher than the forward one; except
that a vessel of less than 50 meters in
length shall not be obliged to exhibit
such light but may do so;

(3) Sidelights; and

(4) A sternlight.

(b) Air-cushion vessels. An air-
cushion vessel when operating in the
nondisplacement mode shall, in
addition to the lights prescribed in
paragraph (a) of this Rule, exhibit an all-
round flashing yellow light where it can
best be seen.

(c) Alternative lights for power-driven
vessels of less than 12 meters in length.
A power-driven vessel of less than 12
meters in length may, in lieu of the
lights prescribed in paragraph (a) of this
Rule, exhibit an all-round white light
and sidelights.

(d) Power-driven vessels when
operating on Great Lakes. A power-
driven vessel when operating on the
Great Lakes may carry an all-round
white light in lieu of the second
masthead light and sternlight prescribed
in paragraph (a) of this Rule. The light
shall be carried in the position of the
second masthead light and be visible at
the same minimum range.

§83.24 Towing and pushing (Rule 24).

(a) A power-driven vessel when towing
astern. A power-driven vessel when
towing astern shall exhibit:

(1) Instead of the light prescribed
either in Rule 23(a)(1) or 23(a)(2), two
masthead lights in a vertical line. When
the length of the tow, measuring from
the stern of the towing vessel to the after
end of the tow exceeds 200 meters, three
such lights in a vertical line;

(2) Sidelights;

(3) A sternlight;

(4) A towing light in a vertical line
above the sternlight; and

(5) When the length of the tow
exceeds 200 meters, a diamond shape
where it can best be seen.

(b) Pushing vessel and pushed vessel
rigidly connected in composite unit.
When a pushing vessel and a vessel
being pushed ahead are rigidly
connected in a composite unit they shall
be regarded as a power-driven vessel
and exhibit the lights prescribed in Rule
23.

(c) A power-driven vessel when
pushing ahead or towing alongside. A
power-driven vessel when pushing
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ahead or towing alongside, except as
required by paragraphs (b) and (1) of
this Rule, shall exhibit:

(1) Instead of the light prescribed
either in Rule 23(a)(1) or 23(a)(2), two
masthead lights in a vertical line;

(2) Sidelights; and

(3) Two towing lights in a vertical
line.

(d) Compliance with other
requirements. A power-driven vessel to
which paragraphs (a) or (c) of this Rule
apply shall also comply with Rule
23(a)(1) and 23(a)(2).

(e) Vessels being towed. A vessel or
object other than those referred to in
paragraph (g) of this Rule being towed
shall exhibit:

(1) Sidelights;

(2) A sternlight; and

(3) When the length of the tow
exceeds 200 meters, a diamond shape
where it can best be seen.

(f) Vessels being towed alongside or
pushed in a group. Provided that any
number of vessels being towed
alongside or pushed in a group shall be
lighted as one vessel, except as provided
in paragraph (3)—

(1) A vessel being pushed ahead, not
being part of a composite unit, shall
exhibit at the forward end, sidelights
and a special flashing light;

(2) A vessel being towed alongside
shall exhibit a sternlight and at the
forward end, sidelights and a special
flashing light; and

(3) When vessels are towed alongside
on both sides of the towing vessels a
sternlight shall be exhibited on the stern
of the outboard vessel on each side of
the towing vessel, and a single set of
sidelights as far forward and as far
outboard as is practicable, and a single
special flashing light.

(g) An inconspicuous, partly
submerged vessel or object being towed.
An inconspicuous, partly submerged
vessel or object being towed shall
exhibit:

(1) If it is less than 25 meters in
breadth, one all-round white light at or
near each end;

(2) If it is 25 meters or more in
breadth, four all-round white lights to
mark its length and breadth;

(3) If it exceeds 100 meters in length,
additional all-round white lights
between the lights prescribed in
subparagraphs (1) and (2) so that the
distance between the lights shall not
exceed 100 meters: Provided, that any
vessels or objects being towed alongside
each other shall be lighted as one vessel
or object;

(4) A diamond shape at or near the
aftermost extremity of the last vessel or
object being towed; and

(5) The towing vessel may direct a
searchlight in the direction of the tow to

indicate its presence to an approaching
vessel.

(h) Alternative lighting of vessel or
object being towed. Where from any
sufficient cause it is impracticable for a
vessel or object being towed to exhibit
the lights prescribed in paragraph (e) or
(g) of this Rule, all possible measures
shall be taken to light the vessel or
object towed or at least to indicate the
presence of the unlighted vessel or
object.

(i) Western Rivers or other specified
waters; exception. Notwithstanding
paragraph (c), on the Western Rivers
(except below the Huey P. Long Bridge
on the Mississippi River) and on waters
specified by the Secretary, a power-
driven vessel when pushing ahead or
towing alongside, except as paragraph
(b) applies, shall exhibit:

(1) Sidelights; and

(2) Two towing lights in a vertical
line.

(j) Towing another vessel in distress or
otherwise in need of assistance. Where
from any sufficient cause it is
impracticable for a vessel not normally
engaged in towing operations to display
the lights prescribed by paragraph (a),
(c) or (i) of this Rule, such vessel shall
not be required to exhibit those lights
when engaged in towing another vessel
in distress or otherwise in need of
assistance. All possible measures shall
be taken to indicate the nature of the
relationship between the towing vessel
and the vessel being assisted. The
searchlight authorized by Rule 36 may
be used to illuminate the tow.

§83.25 Sailing vessels underway and
vessels under oars (Rule 25).

(a) Sailing vessels underway. A sailing
vessel underway shall exhibit:

(1) Sidelights; and

(2) A sternlight.

(b) Sailing vessels of less than 20
meters in length. In a sailing vessel of
less than 20 meters in length the lights
prescribed in paragraph (a) of this Rule
may be combined in one lantern carried
at or near the top of the mast where it
can best be seen.

(c) Additional lights. A sailing vessel
underway may, in addition to the lights
prescribed in paragraph (a) of this Rule,
exhibit at or near the top of the mast,
where they can best be seen, two all-
round lights in a vertical line, the upper
being red and the lower green, but these
lights shall not be exhibited in
conjunction with the combined lantern
permitted by paragraph (b) of this Rule.

(d) Sailing vessels of less than 7
meters in length; vessels under oars.

(1) A sailing vessel of less than 7
meters in length shall, if practicable,
exhibit the lights prescribed in

paragraph (a) or (b) of this Rule, but if
she does not, she shall have ready at
hand an electric torch or lighted lantern
showing a white light which shall be
exhibited in sufficient time to prevent
collision.

(2) A vessel under oars may exhibit
the lights prescribed in this Rule for
sailing vessels, but if she does not, she
shall have ready at hand an electric
torch or lighted lantern showing a white
light which shall be exhibited in
sufficient time to prevent collision.

(e) Vessels proceeding under sail. A
vessel proceeding under sail when also
being propelled by machinery shall
exhibit forward where it can best be
seen a conical shape, apex downward.
A vessel of less than 12 meters in length
is not required to exhibit this shape, but
may do so.

§83.26 Fishing vessels (Rule 26).

(a) Exhibition of only prescribed lights
and shapes. A vessel engaged in fishing,
whether underway or at anchor, shall
exhibit only the lights and shapes
prescribed in this Rule.

(b) Vessels engaged in trawling. A
vessel when engaged in trawling, by
which is meant the dragging through the
water of a dredge net or other apparatus
used as a fishing appliance, shall
exhibit:

(1) Two all-round lights in a vertical
line, the upper being green and the
lower white, or a shape consisting of
two cones with their apexes together in
a vertical line one above the other;

(2) A masthead light abaft of and
higher than the all-round green light; a
vessel of less than 50 meters in length
shall not be obliged to exhibit such a
light but may do so; and

(3) When making way through the
water, in addition to the lights
prescribed in this paragraph, sidelights
and a sternlight.

(c)Vessels engaged in fishing other
than trawling. A vessel engaged in
fishing, other than trawling, shall
exhibit:

(1) Two all-round lights in a vertical
line, the upper being green and the
lower white, or a shape consisting of
two cones with their apexes together in
a vertical line one above the other;

(2) A masthead light abaft of and
higher than the all-round green light; a
vessel of less than 50 meters in length
shall not be obliged to exhibit such a
light but may do so; and

(3) When making way through the
water, in addition to the lights
prescribed in this paragraph, sidelights
and a sternlight.

(c) Vessels engaged in fishing other
than trawling. A vessel engaged in
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fishing, other than trawling, shall
exhibit:

(1) Two all-round lights in a vertical
line, the upper being red and the lower
white, or a shape consisting of two
cones with apexes together in a vertical
line one above the other;

(2) When there is outlying gear
extending more than 150 meters
horizontally from the vessel, an all-
round white light or a cone apex
upward in the direction of the gear; and

(3) When making way through the
water, in addition to the lights
prescribed in this paragraph, sidelights
and a sternlight.

(d) Vessels engaged in fishing in close
proximity to other vessels engaged in
fishing. The additional signals described
in Annex II to these Rules apply to a
vessel engaged in fishing in close
proximity to other vessels engaged in
fishing.

(e) Vessels when not engaged in
fishing. A vessel when not engaged in
fishing shall not exhibit the lights or
shapes prescribed in this Rule, but only
those prescribed for a vessel of her
length.

§83.27 Vessels not under command or
restricted in their ability to maneuver (Rule
27).

(a) Vessels not under command. A
vessel not under command shall exhibit:

(1) Two all-round red lights in a
vertical line where they can best be
seen;

(2) Two balls or similar shapes in a
vertical line where they can best be
seen; and

(iii) When making way through the
water, in addition to the lights
prescribed in this paragraph, sidelights
and a sternlight.

(b) Vessels restricted in their ability to
maneuver. A vessel restricted in her
ability to maneuver, except a vessel
engaged in mineclearance operations,
shall exhibit:

(1) Three all-round lights in a vertical
line where they can best be seen. The
highest and lowest of these lights shall
be red and the middle light shall be
white;

(2) Three shapes in a vertical line
where they can best be seen. The
highest and lowest of these shapes shall
be balls and the middle one a diamond;

(3) When making way through the
water, masthead lights, sidelights and a
sternlight, in addition to the lights
prescribed in subparagraph (b)(1); and

(4) When at anchor, in addition to the
lights or shapes prescribed in
subparagraphs (b)(1) and (2), the light,
lights or shapes prescribed in Rule 30.

(c) Vessels engaged in towing
operations. A vessel engaged in a

towing operation which severely
restricts the towing vessel and her tow
in their ability to deviate from their
course shall, in addition to the lights or
shapes prescribed in subparagraphs
(b)(1) and (2) of this Rule, exhibit the
lights or shape prescribed in Rule 24.

(d) Vessels engaged in dredging or
underwater operations. A vessel
engaged in dredging or underwater
operations, when restricted in her
ability to maneuver, shall exhibit the
lights and shapes prescribed in
subparagraphs (b)(1), (2), and (3) of this
Rule and shall in addition, when an
obstruction exists, exhibit:

(1) Two all-round red lights or two
balls in a vertical line to indicate the
side on which the obstruction exists;

(2) Two all-round green lights or two
diamonds in a vertical line to indicate
the side on which another vessel may
pass; and

(3) When at anchor, the lights or
shape prescribed by this paragraph,
instead of the lights or shapes
prescribed in Rule 30 for anchored
vessels.

(e) Vessels engaged in diving
operations. Whenever the size of a
vessel engaged in diving operations
makes it impracticable to exhibit all
lights and shapes prescribed in
paragraph (d) of this Rule, the following
shall instead be exhibited:

(1) Three all-round lights in a vertical
line where they can best be seen. The
highest and lowest of these lights shall
be red and the middle light shall be
white.

(2) A rigid replica of the international
Code flag ”A” not less than 1 meter in
height. Measures shall be taken to
insure its all-round visibility.

(f) Vessels engaged in mineclearance
operations. A vessel engaged in
mineclearance operations shall, in
addition to the lights prescribed for a
power-driven vessel in Rule 23 or to the
lights or shape prescribed for a vessel at
anchor in Rule 30, as appropriate,
exhibit three all-round green lights or
three balls. One of these lights or shapes
shall be exhibited near the foremast
head and one at each end of the fore
yard. These lights or shapes indicate
that it is dangerous for another vessel to
approach within 1,000 meters of the
mineclearance vessel.

(g) Vessels of less than 12 meters in
length. A vessel of less than 12 meters
in length, except when engaged in
diving operations, is not required to
exhibit the lights or shapes prescribed
in this Rule.

(h) Signals of vessels in distress and
requiring assistance. The signals
prescribed in this Rule are not signals of
vessels in distress and requiring

assistance. Such signals are contained in
Annex IV to these Rules.

§83.28 [Reserved] (Rule 28).

§83.29 Pilot vessels (Rule 29).

(a) Vessels engaged on pilotage duty.
A vessel engaged on pilotage duty shall
exhibit:

(1) At or near the masthead, two all-
round lights in a vertical line, the upper
being white and the lower red;

(2) When underway, in addition,
sidelights and a sternlight; and

(3) When at anchor, in addition to the
lights prescribed in subparagraph (1),
the anchor light, lights, or shape
prescribed in Rule 30 for anchored
vessels.

(b) Vessels when not engaged on
pilotage duty. A pilot vessel when not
engaged on pilotage duty shall exhibit
the lights or shapes prescribed for a
vessel of her length.

§83.30 Anchoredv |
aground (Rule 30).

(a) Vessels at anchor. A vessel at
anchor shall exhibit where it can best be
seen:

(1) In the fore part, an all-round white
light or one ball; and

(2) At or near the stern and at a lower
level than the light prescribed in
subparagraph (1), an all-round white
light.

(b) Vessels of less than 50 meters in
length; alternative light. A vessel of less
than 50 meters in length may exhibit an
all-round white light where it can best
be seen instead of the lights prescribed
in paragraph (a) of this Rule.

(c) Humination of decks. A vessel at
anchor may, and a vessel of 100 meters
or more in length shall, also use the
available working or equivalent lights to
illuminate her decks.

(d) Vessels aground. A vessel aground
shall exhibit the lights prescribed in
paragraph (a) or (b) of this Rule and in
addition, if practicable, where they can
best be seen:

(1) Two all-round red lights in a
vertical line; and

(2) Three balls in a vertical line.

(e) Vessels of less than 7 meters in
length when at anchor. A vessel of less
than 7 meters in length, when at anchor,
not in or near a narrow channel,
fairway, anchorage, or where other
vessels normally navigate, shall not be
required to exhibit the lights or shape
prescribed in paragraphs (a) and (b) of
this Rule.

(f) Vessels of less than 12 meters in
length when aground. A vessel of less
than 12 meters in length when aground
shall not be required to exhibit the
lights or shapes prescribed in

and v |
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subparagraphs (d)(1) and (2) of this
Rule.

(g) Vessels of less than 20 meters in
length while at anchor in special
anchorage. A vessel of less than 20
meters in length, when at anchor in a
special anchorage area designated by the
Secretary, shall not be required to
exhibit the anchor lights and shapes
required by this Rule.

§83.31 Seaplanes (Rule 31).

Where it is impracticable for a
seaplane to exhibit lights and shapes of
the characteristics or in the positions
prescribed in the Rules of this part she
shall exhibit lights and shapes as closely
similar in characteristics and position as
is possible.

Subpart D—Sound and Light Signals

§83.32 Definitions (Rule 32).

(a) Whistle means any sound signaling
appliance capable of producing the
prescribed blasts and which complies
with specifications in Annex III to these
Rules.

(b) Short blast means a blast of about
1 second’s duration.

(c) Prolonged blast means a blast of
from 4 to 6 second’s duration.

§83.33 Equipment for sound signals (Rule
33).

(a) Vessels of 12 meters or more in
length. A vessel of 12 meters or more in
length shall be provided with a whistle
and a bell and a vessel of 100 meters or
more in length shall, in addition, be
provided with a gong, the tone and
sound of which cannot be confused
with that of the bell. The whistle, bell
and gong shall comply with the
specifications in Annex III to these
Rules. The bell or gong or both may be
replaced by other equipment having the
same respective sound characteristics,
provided that manual sounding of the
prescribed signals shall always be
possible.

(b) Vessels of less than 12 meters in
length. A vessel of less than 12 meters
in length shall not be obliged to carry
the sound signaling appliances
prescribed in paragraph (a) of this Rule
but if she does not, she shall be
provided with some other means of
making an efficient sound signal.

§83.34 Maneuvering and warning signals
(Rule 34).

(a) Whistle signals. When power-
driven vessels are in sight of one
another and meeting or crossing at a
distance within half a mile of each
other, each vessel underway, when
maneuvering as authorized or required
by these Rules:

(1) Shall indicate that maneuver by
the following signals on her whistle: one
short blast to mean “I intend to leave
you on my port side”; two short blasts
to mean “I intend to leave you on my
starboard side”; and three short blasts to
mean “I am operating astern
propulsion”.

(2) Upon hearing the one or two blast
signal of the other shall, if in agreement,
sound the same whistle signal and take
the steps necessary to effect a safe
passing. If, however, from any cause, the
vessel doubts the safety of the proposed
maneuver, she shall sound the danger
signal specified in paragraph (d) of this
Rule and each vessel shall take
appropriate precautionary action until a
safe passing agreement is made.

(b) Light signals. A vessel may
supplement the whistle signals
prescribed in paragraph (a) of this Rule
by light signals:

(1) These signals shall have the
following significance: one flash to
mean “I intend to leave you on my port
side”; two flashes to mean “I intend to
leave you on my starboard side”; three
flashes to mean “I am operating astern
propulsion”;

(2) The duration of each flash shall be
about 1 second; and

(3) The light used for this signal shall,
if fitted, be one all-round white or
yellow light, visible at a minimum range
of 2 miles, synchronized with the
whistle, and shall comply with the
provisions of Annex I to these Rules.

(c) Overtaking situations. When in
sight of one another:

(1) A power-driven vessel intending
to overtake another power-driven vessel
shall indicate her intention by the
following signals on her whistle: one
short blast to mean “I intend to overtake
you on your starboard side”; two short
blasts to mean “I intend to overtake you
on your port side”; and

(2) The power-driven vessel about to
be overtaken shall, if in agreement,
sound a similar sound signal. If in doubt
she shall sound the danger signal
prescribed in paragraph (d).

(d) Doubts or failure to understand
signals. When vessels in sight of one
another are approaching each other and
from any cause either vessel fails to
understand the intentions or actions of
the other, or is in doubt whether
sufficient action is being taken by the
other to avoid collision, the vessel in
doubt shall immediately indicate such
doubt by giving at least five short and
rapid blasts on the whistle. This signal
may be supplemented by a light signal
of at least five short and rapid flashes.

(e) Vessels in areas of obscured
visibility due to intervening
obstructions. A vessel nearing a bend or

an area of a channel or fairway where
other vessels may be obscured by an
intervening obstruction shall sound one
prolonged blast. This signal shall be
answered with a prolonged blast by any
approaching vessel that may be within
hearing around the bend or behind the
intervening obstruction.

(f) Use of one whistle only on a vessel.
If whistles are fitted on a vessel at a
distance apart of more than 100 meters,
one whistle only shall be used for giving
maneuvering and warning signals.

(g) Power-driven vessels leaving dock
or berth. When a power-driven vessel is
leaving a dock or berth, she shall sound
one prolonged blast.

(h) Agreement between vessels using
radiotelephone. A vessel that reaches
agreement with another vessel in a
head-on, crossing, or overtaking
situation, as for example, by using the
radiotelephone as prescribed by the
Vessel Bridge-to-Bridge Radiotelephone
Act (85 Stat. 164; 33 U.S.C. 1201 et
seq.), is not obliged to sound the whistle
signals prescribed by this Rule, but may
do so. If agreement is not reached, then
whistle signals shall be exchanged in a
timely manner and shall prevail.

§83.35 Sound signals in restricted
visibility (Rule 35).

In or near an area of restricted
visibility, whether by day or night, the
signals prescribed in this Rule shall be
used as follows:

(a) Power-driven vessels making way
through the water. A power-driven
vessel making way through the water
shall sound at intervals of not more than
2 minutes one prolonged blast.

(b) Power-driven vessels underway but
stopped and making no way through the
water. A power-driven vessel underway
but stopped and making no way through
the water shall sound at intervals of not
more than 2 minutes two prolonged
blasts in succession with an interval of
about 2 seconds between them.

(c) Vessels not under command;
vessels restricted in ability to maneuver;
sailing vessels; vessels engaged in
fishing; vessels engaged in towing or
pushing. A vessel not under command;
a vessel restricted in her ability to
maneuver, whether underway or at
anchor; a sailing vessel; a vessel
engaged in fishing, whether underway
or at anchor; and a vessel engaged in
towing or pushing another vessel shall,
instead of the signals prescribed in
paragraphs (a) or (b) of this Rule, sound
at intervals of not more than 2 minutes,
three blasts in succession; namely, one
prolonged followed by two short blasts.

(d) Vessels towed. A vessel towed or
if more than one vessel is towed the last
vessel of the tow, if manned, shall at
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intervals of not more than 2 minutes
sound four blasts in succession; namely,
one prolonged followed by three short
blasts. When practicable, this signal
shall be made immediately after the
signal made by the towing vessel.

(e) Pushing and pushed vessels
connected in composite unit. When a
pushing vessel and a vessel being
pushed ahead are rigidly connected in
a composite unit they shall be regarded
as a power-driven vessel and shall give
the signals prescribed in paragraphs (a)
or (b) of this Rule.

(f) Vessels at anchor. A vessel at
anchor shall at intervals of not more
than 1 minute ring the bell rapidly for
about 5 seconds. In a vessel of 100
meters or more in length the bell shall
be sounded in the forepart of the vessel
and immediately after the ringing of the
bell the gong shall be sounded rapidly
for about 5 seconds in the after part of
the vessel. A vessel at anchor may in
addition sound three blasts in
succession; namely, one short, one
prolonged and one short blast, to give
warning of her position and of the
possibility of collision to an
approaching vessel.

(g) Vessels aground. A vessel aground
shall give the bell signal and if required
the gong signal prescribed in paragraph
(f) of this Rule and shall, in addition,
give three separate and distinct strokes
on the bell immediately before and after
the rapid ringing of the bell. A vessel
aground may in addition sound an
appropriate whistle signal.

(h) Vessels of less than 12 meters in
length. A vessel of less than 12 meters
in length shall not be obliged to give the
above-mentioned signals but, if she does
not, shall make some other efficient
sound signal at intervals of not more
than 2 minutes.

(i) Pilot vessels. A pilot vessel when
engaged on pilotage duty may in
addition to the signals prescribed in
paragraphs (a), (b) or (f) of this Rule
sound an identity signal consisting of
four short blasts.

(j) Vessels anchored in special
anchorage areas. The following vessels
shall not be required to sound signals as
prescribed in paragraph (f) of this Rule
when anchored in a special anchorage
area designated by the Secretary:

(1) A vessel of less than 20 meters in
length; and

(2) A barge, canal boat, scow, or other
nondescript craft.

§83.36 Signals to attract attention (Rule
36).

If necessary to attract the attention of
another vessel, any vessel may make
light or sound signals that cannot be
mistaken for any signal authorized

elsewhere in these Rules, or may direct
the beam of her searchlight in the
direction of the danger, in such a way
as not to embarrass any vessel.

§83.37 Distress signals (Rule 37).

When a vessel is in distress and
requires assistance she shall use or
exhibit the signals described in Annex
IV to these Rules.

Subpart E—Exemptions

§83.38 Exemptions (Rule 38).

Any vessel or class of vessels, the keel
of which is laid or which is at a
corresponding stage of construction
before December 24, 1980, provided that
she complies with the requirements of—

(a) The Act of June 7, 1897, (30 Stat.
96), as amended (33 U.S.C. 154-232) for
vessels navigating the waters subject to
that statute;

(b) Section 4233 of the Revised
Statutes (33 U.S.C. 301-356) for vessels
navigating the waters subject to that
statute;

(c) The Act of February 8, 1895 (28
Stat. 645), as amended (33 U.S.C. 241—
295) for vessels navigating the waters
subject to that statute; or

(d) Sections 3, 4, and 5 of the Act of
April 25, 1940 (54 Stat. 163), as
amended (46 U.S.C. 526b, ¢, and d) for
motorboats navigating the waters subject
to that statute; shall be exempted from
compliance with the technical Annexes
to these Rules as follows:

(1) The installation of lights with
ranges prescribed in Rule 22, until 4
years after the effective date of the
Inland Navigational Rules Act of 1980
(Pub. L. 96-591), except that vessels of
less than 20 meters in length are
permanently exempt;

(2) The installation of lights with
color specifications as prescribed in
Annex I to these Rules, until 4 years
after the effective date of the Inland
Navigational Rules Act of 1980 (Pub. L.
96-591), except that vessels of less than
20 meters in length are permanently
exempt;

(3) The repositioning of lights as a
result of conversion to metric units and
rounding off measurement figures, are
permanently exempt; and

(4) The horizontal repositioning of
masthead lights prescribed by Annex I
to these Rules:

(i) On vessels of less than 150 meters
in length, permanent exemption.

(i1) On vessels of 150 meters or more
in length, until 9 years after the effective
date of the Inland Navigational Rules
Act of 1980 (Pub. L. 96-591).

(5) The restructuring or repositioning
of all lights to meet the prescriptions of
Annex I to these, until 9 years after the

effective date of the Inland Navigational
Rules Act of 1980 (Pub. L. 96-591);

(6) Power-driven vessels of 12 meters
or more but less than 20 meters in
length are permanently exempt from the
provisions of Rule 23(a)(1) and 23(a)(4)
provided that, in place of these lights,
the vessel exhibits a white light aft
visible all round the horizon; and

(7) The requirements for sound signal
appliances prescribed in Annex III to
these Rules, until 9 years after the
effective date of the Inland Navigational
Rules Act of 1980 (Pub. L. 96-591).

AGENCY: National Archives and Records
Administration (NARA).

ACTION: Direct final rule.

SUMMARY: NARA is amending several of
its regulations; the amendments include
a change to the naming convention for
the regional archives, a new logo for
NARA'’s regional records service office,
and the addition of facility information
for the locations of two NARA records
centers. NARA is changing the naming
convention for the regional archives,
currently identified in the regulations
by a geographic location following the
name of the region (e.g. NARA-
Northeast Region (Boston)). The Office
of Regional Records Services has
determined that the naming convention
“The National Archives at [metropolitan
city name]” will better identify to the
public the services provided by NARA’s
regional archives located throughout the
U.S. In conjunction with the new
naming convention, the NARA
headquarters office that administers
NARA'’s regional records services, the
Office of the Regional Records Services,
has designed a new logo for the
headquarters office; each of the regional
archives will customize the logo by
including their specific city name. The
Federal Records Center Program of the
Office of the Regional Records Services
has also added two facilities to its list
of locations. Because this rulemaking is
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used for the storage of processed
tobacco imported or received by the
importer to an extent that would be
inconsistent with the location
information submitted with the
importer’s last permit application, the
importer must apply for, and obtain, an
amended permit before such a change in
premises takes place.

m21.In §41.261:
m a. Paragraph (a)(2) is amended by
adding at the end before the semicolon
the words “, together with the name and
address of the person from whom it was
received’’;
m b. Paragraph (a)(3) is amended by
adding at the end before the semicolon
the words “or exported”’;

(c) The entries in the records required
under this section must be made for
each day by the close of the business
day following the day on which the
transfer or sale occurs. There is no
particular format prescribed for the
records required under this section (and
commercial records may be used),
although the required information must
be readily ascertainable from the records

kept. In the case of a removal under
paragraph (a)(5) of this section that
involves shipment by a common carrier,
the appropriate TTB officer may
approve an alternate method or
procedure pursuant to § 41.26 of this
part through which the importer may
keep records regarding the common
carrier and its means of tracking
(including pick up and delivery) of the
shipment in lieu of the information
required by paragraphs (b)(2) and (b)(3)
of this section. No records are required
to be kept under this part regarding
processed tobacco within customs
custody, although this will not preclude
TTB review of records related to such
processed tobacco as may be
appropriate for purposes of the
enforcement of the provisions of this
part.

* * * * *

m 22.In §41.262, paragraph (a) is
amended by adding at the end of the
paragraph the sentence, “The importer
need not include in the reports under
this part information regarding
processed tobacco that is in customs
custody.”; and paragraph (d) is revised
to read as follows:

§41.262 Reports.

* * * * *

(d) Reports of sales and transfers.
(1) Except as otherwise provided in
paragraph (d)(2) of this section, an
importer that exports processed tobacco
or transfers or sells processed tobacco to
someone other than a person holding a
permit as an importer or manufacturer
of processed tobacco or tobacco
products or as an export warehouse
proprietor must report each such
exportation, sale, or transfer on TTB F
5250.2 by the close of the next business
day following the day of exportation,
sale, or transfer, in accordance with the
instructions on the form.

(2) In the case of removals for export,
as an alternative to the procedure
prescribed in paragraph (d)(1) of this
section, the importer may submit to TTB
monthly summary reports of such
removals in a format approved by the
appropriate TTB officer. Prior to the use
of such an alternate procedure, the
importer must obtain written approval
from the appropriate TTB officer.

(3) An importer that ships or transfers
processed tobacco for scientific testing
or testing of equipment which results in
the destruction of the processed tobacco
or the return of the processed tobacco is
not required to report such shipment or
transfer on TTB F 5250.2.

* * * * *

m 23. New §41.264 is added
immediately after §41.263, to read as
follows:

§41.264 Inventories.

Every importer of processed tobacco
must provide a true and accurate
inventory of any processed tobacco
stored on premises designated pursuant
to §41.237. The importer must make
such an inventory at the time of
commencing business, at the time of
transferring ownership, at the time of
changing the location of facilities in
which processed tobacco is stored, at
the time of concluding business, and at
such other time as the appropriate TTB
officer may require. A specific format is
not prescribed. For permits issued prior
to June 21, 2012, the permittee has 180
days from June 21, 2012, to make an
inventory as required under this
paragraph.

II. Regulatory History

We did not publish a notice of
proposed rulemaking for this rule.
Under 5 U.S.C. 553(b)(A), the Coast
Guard finds this rule is exempt from
notice and comment rulemaking
requirements because these changes
involve rules of agency organization,
procedure, or practice. In addition, the
Coast Guard finds notice and comment
procedures are unnecessary under 5
U.S.C. 553(b)(B) as this rule consists
only of corrections and editorial,
organizational, and conforming
amendments and these changes will
have no substantive effect on the public.

Under 5 U.S.C. 553(d)(3), the Coast
Guard finds that, for the same reasons,
good cause exists for making this rule
effective upon publication in the
Federal Register.

III. Background

Each year, the printed edition of title
33 of the Code of Federal Regulations
(CFR) is recodified on July 1. This rule,
which is effective June 21, 2012, makes
technical and editorial corrections
throughout title 33. This rule does not
create any substantive requirements.

IV. Basis and Purpose

This rule amends 33 CFR part 1 to
reflect changes in agency organization
by adding the authority for District
Commanders to establish inland
waterways navigation regulations
within their areas of responsibility. In
1999, the Commandant delegated the
authority to promulgate regulations
under 33 U.S.C. 162, Inland Waterways
Navigation Regulations, to District
Commanders without further
redelegation. This amendment codifies
this Commandant delegation.

Additionally, in 33 CFR part 1, the
authority section in subpart 1.07 is
updated to reflect current authorities.
The following citations are being
removed since these are citations with
authorities under the Department of
Transportation (DOT), which no longer
apply to the Coast Guard: Sec. 6079(d),
Public Law 100-690, 102 Stat. 4181, and
49 CFR 1.46. The following citations are
added to the authorities since these
citations are more relevant to the
current civil penalty process: 14 U.S.C.
92(e), 33 U.S.C. 1321(b)(6)(B), 46 U.S.C.
2103, and Department of Homeland
Security Delegation No. 0170.1.

This rule amends § 2.30(b) to reflect
the correct citation to article 55 of the
1982 United Nations Convention on the
Law of the Sea. We are removing the
citation to article 56 because it speaks
to the rights, jurisdiction, and duties of
the coastal state in the exclusive
economic zone, but does not reference
the definition of exclusive economic
zones. Article 55 sets out the definition
of an exclusive economic zone, and is
the article relevant to this section.

This rule revises 33 CFR part 27 to
remove all references to 33 U.S.C. 1319.
This statute does not govern the Coast
Guard so we may not authorize a civil
monetary penalty under it. This section
also informs the public of the maximum
civil monetary penalties authorized
under 33 U.S.C. 3852 and 46 U.S.C.
70506.

This rule revises 33 CFR parts 40 and
45 to reflect changes in agency
organization by removing 49 CFR

1.46(b) from the authority sections in
these parts. Because the Coast Guard is
no longer a component of DOT,
delegations from the Secretary of DOT
no longer apply. The regulation at 49
CFR 1.46(b) currently addresses
delegations to the Administrator of the
Research and Innovative Technology
Administration, which is a DOT office.

This rule revises § 66.01-1 by moving
current paragraph (a) to paragraph (a) of
§66.10—1, which is the proper location.
Due to a clerical error, the current
§66.01-1 paragraph (a) mistakenly
replaced the former paragraph (a) in that
section. We are now correcting that
error and restoring the former paragraph
(a) to §66.01-1 and moving current
paragraph (a) in §66.01-1 to its correct
location as paragraph (a) of § 66.10-1.

This rule amends § 80.825 by
removing paragraphs (d) and (e) from
this section. In 1990, the boundary lines
of the Mississippi Passes, Louisiana
were redrawn. The coordinates now
located in paragraphs (d) and (e) are
encompassed by the new boundary lines
found in paragraphs (a) through (c) so
we are removing these superfluous
coordinates in paragraphs (d) and (e).

This rule corrects non-substantive
typographical and spelling errors in 33
CFR part 83. In §83.10, a space has been
removed between the heading of the
paragraph and the body of the
paragraph. In § 83.27, a space has been
added between “mine” and “clearance”
to make them two separate words.

This rule corrects non-substantive
typographical and spelling errors in 33
CFR part 84. In § 84.01, to avoid any
printing confusing, cubic meters is
replacing meterss. Paragraphs and
subparagraphs in § 84.03 and § 84.07
use the incorrect Office of the Federal
Register (OFR) numbering scheme. The
incorrect numbering scheme is being
replaced. In § 84.15, there is a formula
for intensity of lights. Following this
formula, each letter in the formula is
defined. A colon is being inserted after
each letter representation and a hard
return is added following each colon.
The word “two” is incorrectly spelled
as “tow” in § 84.17 so the word “two”
is being corrected.

This rule corrects non-substantive
typographical and spelling errors in 33
CFR part 85. Paragraphs and
subparagraphs in § 85.1 use the
incorrect OFR numbering scheme. The
incorrect numbering scheme is being
replaced.

This rule corrects non-substantive
typographical and spelling errors in 33
CFR part 100. Table 1 in §100.901
identifies Buffalo as a “Group” not a
“Sector.” This is an incorrect
identification so this section is being
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revised to reflect ““Sector.” “Bell” and
“Russel” are incorrectly spelled in
§§100.912 and 100.916, respectively.
The correct spellings of “Belle” and
“Russell” are being inserted.

This rule revises 33 CFR part 101 to
remove a reference to an outdated
assessment tool. On May 16, 2012, the
Transportation Security Administration
(TSA) announced that the TSA
Maritime Self-Assessment Risk Module,
developed to support the Coast Guard’s
regulatory efforts promulgated pursuant
to the Maritime Transportation Security
Act of 2002, will no longer be available.
Since this assessment tool will no
longer be available, the reference to this
tool in section 101.510(a) must be
removed.

This rule amends 33 CFR part 110 to
reflect changes in geographic
coordinates and command boundaries.
Based on a previous technical
amendment, several geographic
coordinates were updated in § 110.60.
Several notes in § 110.155 refer back to
§110.60. Therefore, since several
geographic coordinates changed in
§110.60, the notes in §110.155 also
need to reflect that change.
Additionally, in 1996, the command
boundaries for the Captain of the Port
Long Island were redrawn. Because of
this, the anchorage areas in Randall Bay,
Freeport, and Long Island were redrawn
under the command of the Captain of
the Port Long Island. Section 110.156 is
being updated to reflect this command
change.

The authority section in 33 CFR part
110 is also revised to correct a citation.
The delegation of rulemaking authority
to establish anchorages is cited
incorrectly as 33 CFR 1.05-1(g). The
citation is being changed to reflect that
33 CFR 1.05-1 is the correct authority.

This rule revises the definitional
section in § 114.05 to reflect the format
in the definitions in § 117.4. The letter
designations, including the period after
each word, are removed. The definitions
will now read as sentences beginning
with the word to be defined. The format
used in the definitional section in
§117.4 is preferred and this change will
create format consistency in the two
sections.

Additionally, this rule revises
§ 114.20(a) to replace the words “a
tracing” with the words “as-built
plans.” This change does not change the
substance of the regulation but replaces
a term of art with an updated, more
accurate term of art.

This rule revises 33 CFR part 115 to
correct grammatically incorrect or
passive phrases. In § 115.01, the phrase
“for construction of or modification to”
is replaced with active language, “to

construct or modify.” The grammar in
§ 115.05 is corrected by replacing the
word “‘be” with “is.”

In § 115.40, we are replacing the
words “approval of” with “a formal
permit action from”. This section
addresses the fact that bridge repairs do
not require permitting if they only
replace worn or obsolete parts of an
already-approved bridge. “Approved” is
already used in the short paragraph and
““a formal permit action” is a more
accurate description of the Coast
Guard’s role. Therefore, this section has
been changed to incorporate permit
instead of approval.

In §115.50, we are changing the word
“referred” to “‘refer” as it is
grammatically correct.

In §115.60, the word ‘“‘construction”
is removed from the heading. This
section focuses on applications for
permits to construct, modify, or replace
bridges. The word “construction” in the
title does not accurately indicate the
breadth of the regulation so the word is
being removed. Also, in paragraph (d) of
this section, we are removing a comma
after the word ““disapproval” since the
comma makes the sentence
grammatically incorrect.

This rule corrects non-substantive
typographical and spelling errors in 33
CFR part 116. In §116.15(a), we are
replacing “Bridge Administration
Program” with the correct office
designation of “Office of Bridge
Programs.”

This rule amends 33 CFR part 117 to
correct the current names of the
following bridges with their accurate
names: Main Street (U.S. 17) Bridge;
Baltimore Harbor-Patapsco Bridge;
Debbie’s Creek Bridge; SR#543 Bridge;
Beaufort Channel, NC Bridge; and
Rancocas River (Creek) Bridge. Because
we are changing existing bridge names
to the accurate names, the headings in
§§117.325(a), 117.541, 117.715,
117.719, 117.745, 117.822, and 117.823
are changed accordingly, and the
sections are redesignated to follow the
alphabetical order of state waterways set
out in this subpart. Also, in §117.571,
“4.0” is changed to “0.4” to reflect the
correct mile marker. In § 117.965, “‘Bay
City” is changed to “Bridge City” to
reflect the correct location.

The rules in new §§117.566 and
117.823 are rewritten to clarify bridge
operation and appropriate bridge
contacts. Although the substance of the
regulations is unchanged, the revisions
make them easier to understand.

The rule amends §118.160 to include
the following language in paragraph (b):
“(in the closed to navigation position for
drawbridges)”. This language will
follow the phrase “‘the bridge channel

span”. The substance of the rule is not
changing, but inserting the additional
language makes the regulation clearer.

This rule corrects non-substantive
typographical and spelling errors in 33
CFR part 136. There are commas
missing from the following sections in
part 136: 136.3, 136.5, and 136.101. We
are adding commas in the appropriate
places in these sections. In § 136.305,
we are correcting the spelling of the
word “regarding”, and in that same
section, we are replacing “of” with
“and”, which is the appropriate
conjunction.

This rule corrects non-substantive
typographical and spelling errors in 33
CFR part 138. In § 138.20, we are adding
missing commas in the appropriate
places. Also in that section, we are
adding a space between the end of the
sentence and the beginning of the next
sentence.

This rule corrects non-substantive
typographical and spelling errors in 33
CFR part 162. In §162.120, we are
correcting the spelling of two cities’
names.

This rule amends 33 CFR 165.941 by
removing the word “‘fireworks” from the
section heading. This section speaks to
safety zones for annual events in the
Captain of the Port Detroit Zone. The
word ““fireworks” in the heading does
not accurately indicate the breadth of
the regulation, which applies to any
annual event requiring a safety zone. We
are also removing paragraph (a)(5) titled
“Alpena Fireworks, Alpena, MI” in its
entirety, as it is no longer under the
responsibility of the Captain of the Port
Detroit Zone, and this event was moved
to another section by a previous
rulemaking. This rule also rewords the
notification section in paragraph (f) to
clarify already-established Coast Guard
practice, stating that the Captain of the
Port “may” issue, “if deemed
necessary,” a notice cancelling a safety
zone, instead of mandating that he or
she issue a notice of cancellation.

We are revising an authority in 33
CFR part 177.09(b)(2) to reflect a correct
citation. There is currently a reference
to 46 U.S.C., pointing out the authority
under which certain civil penalties are
assessed. Currently, paragraph (b)(2)
makes a general reference to this title
but immediately following that, it
incorrectly lists title 43 instead of 46.
We are changing the misquoted
reference to 46 U.S.C.

This rule amends §§ 1.05-1(j), 114.50,
165.920(b), and 100.901 in title 33 to
update internal Coast Guard office
designations as well as certain
personnel titles. Changes in personnel
titles included in this rule are only
technical revisions reflecting changes in
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agency procedures and organization,
and do not indicate new authorities.
Finally, this rule amends §§ 114.50,
118.3(b), and 66.01-5 in title 33 to
update various physical addresses for
Coast Guard offices as well as Web site
addresses and contact information.

V. Regulatory Analyses

We developed this rule after
considering numerous statutes and
executive orders related to rulemaking.
Below we summarize our analyses
based on 14 of these statutes or
executive orders.

A. Regulatory Planning and Review

Executive Orders 12866 (‘‘Regulatory
Planning and Review”) and 13563
(“Improving Regulation and Regulatory
Review’’) direct agencies to assess the
costs and benefits of available regulatory
alternatives and, if regulation is
necessary, to select regulatory
approaches that maximize net benefits
(including potential economic,
environmental, public health and safety
effects, distributive impacts, and
equity). Executive Order 13563
emphasizes the importance of
quantifying both costs and benefits, of
reducing costs, of harmonizing rules,
and of promoting flexibility.

This rule is not a significant
regulatory action under section 3(f) of
Executive Order 12866 and does not
require an assessment of potential costs
and benefits under section 6(a)(3) of that
Order. The Office of Management and
Budget has not reviewed it under that
Order. Because this rule involves non-
substantive changes and internal agency
practices and procedures, it will not
impose any additional costs on the
public.

B. Small Entities

Under the Regulatory Flexibility Act
(5 U.S.C. 601-612), rules exempt from
the notice and comment requirements of
the APA are not required to examine the
impact of the rule on small entities.
Nevertheless, we have considered
whether this rule would have a
significant economic impact on a
substantial number of small entities.
The term “small entities” comprises
small businesses, not-for-profit
organizations that are independently
owned and operated and are not
dominant in their fields, and
governmental jurisdictions with
populations of less than 50,000.

There is no cost to this rule and we
do not expect it to have an impact on
small entities because the provisions of
this rule are technical and non-
substantive. It will have no substantive
effect on the public and will impose no

additional costs. Therefore, the Coast
Guard certifies under 5 U.S.C. 605(b)
that this final rule will not have a
significant economic impact on a
substantial number of small entities.

C. Assistance for Small Entities

Under section 213(a) of the Small
Business Regulatory Enforcement
Fairness Act of 1996 (Pub. L. 104-121),
we want to assist small entities in
understanding the rule so that they can
better evaluate its effects on them and
participate in the rulemaking. If the rule
would affect your small business,
organization, or governmental
jurisdiction and you have questions
concerning its provisions or options for
compliance, please consult Leo Huott by
phone at 202-372—1565 or via email at
Leo.S.Huott@uscg.mil. The Coast Guard
will not retaliate against small entities
that question or complain about this
rule or any policy or action of the Coast
Guard.

Small businesses may send comments
on the actions of Federal employees
who enforce, or otherwise determine
compliance with, Federal regulations to
the Small Business and Agriculture
Regulatory Enforcement Ombudsman
and the Regional Small Business
Regulatory Fairness Boards. The
Ombudsman evaluates these actions
annually and rates each agency’s
responsiveness to small business. If you

D. Collection of Information

This rule calls for no new collection
of information under the Paperwork
Reduction Act of 1995 (44 U.S.C. 3501—
3520).

E. Federalism

A rule has implications for federalism
under Executive Order 13132,
Federalism, if it has a substantial direct
effect on State or local governments and
would either preempt State law or
impose a substantial direct cost of
compliance on them. We have analyzed
this rule under that Order and have
determined that it does not have
implications for federalism.

F. Unfunded Mandates Reform Act

The Unfunded Mandates Reform Act
of 1995 (2 U.S.C. 1531-1538) requires
Federal agencies to assess the effects of
their discretionary regulatory actions. In
particular, the Act addresses actions
that may result in the expenditure by a
State, local, or tribal government, in the
aggregate, or by the private sector of
$100,000,000 (adjusted for inflation) or
more in any one year. Though this rule

will not result in such an expenditure,
we do discuss the effects of this rule
elsewhere in this preamble.

G. Taking of Private Property

This rule will not cause a taking of
private property or otherwise have
taking implications under Executive
Order 12630, Governmental Actions and
Interference with Constitutionally
Protected Property Rights.

H. Civil Justice Reform

This rule meets applicable standards
in sections 3(a) and 3(b)(2) of Executive
Order 12988, Civil Justice Reform, to
minimize litigation, eliminate
ambiguity, and reduce burden.

L Protection of Children

We have analyzed this rule under
Executive Order 13045, Protection of
Children From Environmental Health
Risks and Safety Risks. This rule is not
an economically significant rule and
does not create an environmental risk to
health or risk to safety that may
disproportionately affect children.

J. Indian Tribal Governments

This rule does not have tribal
implications under Executive Order
13175, Consultation and Coordination
With Indian Tribal Governments,
because it does not have a substantial
direct effect on one or more Indian
tribes, on the relationship between the
Federal Government and Indian tribes,
or on the distribution of power and
responsibilities between the Federal
Government and Indian tribes.

K. Energy Effects

We have analyzed this rule under
Executive Order 13211, Actions
Concerning Regulations That
Significantly Affect Energy Supply,
Distribution, or Use. We have
determined that it is not a “significant
energy action” under that order because
it is not a ““significant regulatory action”
under Executive Order 12866 and is not
likely to have a significant adverse effect
on the supply, distribution, or use of
energy. The Administrator of the Office
of Information and Regulatory Affairs
has not designated it as a significant
energy action. Therefore, it does not
require a Statement of Energy Effects
under Executive Order 13211.

L. Technical Standards

The National Technology Transfer
and Advancement Act (NTTAA) (15
U.S.C. 272 note) directs agencies to use
voluntary consensus standards in their
regulatory activities unless the agency
provides Congress, through the Office of
Management and Budget, with an
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explanation of why using these
standards would be inconsistent with

applicable law or otherwise impractical.

Voluntary consensus standards are
technical standards (e.g., specifications
of materials, performance, design, or
operation; test methods; sampling
procedures; and related management
systems practices) that are developed or
adopted by voluntary consensus
standards bodies.

This rule does not use technical
standards. Therefore, we did not
consider the use of voluntary consensus
standards.

M. Environment

We have analyzed this rule under
Department of Homeland Security
Management Directive 023—01 and
Commandant Instruction M16475.1D,
which guide the Coast Guard in
complying with the National
Environmental Policy Act of 1969
(NEPA) (42 U.S.C. 4321-4370f), and
have concluded that this action is one
of a category of actions that do not
individually or cumulatively have a
significant effect on the human
environment. This rule is categorically
excluded under section 2.B.2, figure 2—
1, paragraphs (34)(a) and (b) of the
Instruction. This rule involves
regulations that are editorial,
procedural, or concern internal agency
functions or organizations. An
environmental analysis checklist and a
categorical exclusion determination are
available in the docket where indicated
under ADDRESSES.

II. Regulatory History

We did not publish a notice of
proposed rulemaking for this rule.
Under 5 U.S.C. 553(b)(A), the Coast
Guard finds this rule is exempt from
notice and comment rulemaking
requirements because these changes
involve rules of agency organization,
procedure, or practice. In addition, the
Coast Guard finds notice and comment
procedures are unnecessary under 5
U.S.C. 553(b)(B) as this rule consists
only of corrections and editorial,
organizational, and conforming
amendments and these changes will
have no substantive effect on the public.
Under 5 U.S.C. 553(d)(3), the Coast
Guard finds that, for the same reasons,
good cause exists for making this rule
effective upon publication in the
Federal Register.

III. Background and Purpose

Each year, the printed edition of Title
33 of the Code of Federal Regulations
(CFR) is recodified on July 1. This rule,
which is effective July 1, 2013, makes
technical and editorial corrections
throughout Title 33. This rule does not
create any substantive requirements.
This rule is issued under the authority
of 5 U.S.C. 552, 553, App. 2; 14 U.S.C.
2,631, 632, and 633; 33 U.S.C. 471, 499;
49 U.S.C. 101, 322; Department of
Homeland Security Delegation No.
0170.1.

IV. Discussion of the Rule

This rule amends § 1.05(j) to reflect
changes in agency organization by
correctly identifying District Bridge
Managers by their appropriate title.
Specifically, this change replaces the
term “Bridge Program Chief”, which is
no longer used in the Coast Guard, with
“District Bridge Manager.”

Additionally, this rule updates § 1.05—
10 to reflect changes in agency
organization, noting that District Bridge
Managers also have the authority to
issue rules of local applicability with
regard to temporary deviations to
drawbridge operating schedules. This
rule also edits the section by correcting
a non-substantive typographical error in
the first sentence, replacing a comma
with a period.

This rule amends 33 CFR part 3 to
reflect changes in agency organization
by creating and defining Coast Guard
sectors that exercise specific Search and
Rescue Mission Coordinator authority
over a designated portion of an

encompassing sector’s area of
responsibility. Revisions to this part
also accommodate these newly-
designated Search and Rescue
Coordinator Zones in parts that discuss
sector authorities and divisions.
Specifically, in § 3.55-25, the Coast
Guard established a Search and Rescue
Missions Coordinator Zone for an area
near Humboldt Bay in California.
Additionally, the Coast Guard
established the same authority for a new
sector in North Bend, Oregon.

This rule amends § 6.01-3 to make the
regulation defining a Captain of the Port
gender neutral. The new language
indicates that a Captain of the Port may
be male or female, replacing outdated
language referring to Captains of the
Port using only male gender
designations.

This rule amends § 13.01-15(d) to
correct a reference to an outdated
publication. In § 13.01-15, the
regulation previously referenced a
Manual for Courts-Martial that no
longer exists. Pertinent sections from
that manual have been incorporated into
a new publication, the Administrative
Investigations Manual, also known as
Commandant Instruction M5830.1A
(2007). Additionally, § 13.01 has been
updated to reflect the new reference.

This rule amends 33 CFR part 72 in
order to correctly state the means by
which the Coast Guard issues the Local
Notice to Mariners (LNM). Because the
Coast Guard no longer mails out the
LNM, § 72.01-10(b) and (c) have been
updated with two links: (1) A direct link
to the latest LNM, and (2) a link to
subscribe to an email distribution list
that disseminates the LNM when new
editions become available. The link
previously listed in the Note to § 72.01—
5 has been removed, updated, and
moved to paragraph (b) as discussed
above.

Additionally, this rule amends
§72.01-10(b), (c), and Note to reflect the
updated language in the LNM indicating
the agencies that work together to
prepare the publication. Specifically,
the National Imagery and Mapping
Agency changed its name to the
National Geospatial-Intelligence
Agency. This rule removes the
references to printed versions of the
LNM in § 72.01-10(c). In place of
paragraph (c) is an updated link to the
National Geospatial-Intelligence
Agency’s Web site that directs readers to
digital copies of the LNM. The Note to
§72.01-10 has been removed because it
is an outdated link and a corrected link
has been incorporated into paragraph (c)
as discussed above.

Further, this rule amends § 72.01-25
to update ways in which readers can

access, purchase, and download
navigational aids referenced within this
part. This rule removes a reference to
the Government Printing Office in
paragraph (b), which no longer sells
Radio Navigational Aids, but replaces it
with a link where readers can purchase
the Aids. This rule also updates links in
paragraph (c) to indicate where readers
can purchase the United States Coast
Pilot publication or download electronic
charts from the Federal Aviation
Administration and the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration.

This rule removes § 72.01-35 because
it is no longer relevant or applicable.
Because the Local Notice to Mariners is
no longer published and mailed to those
who request it, this section is removed
to avoid confusion when reading 33
CFR part 72.

This rule also amends § 72.01—40(c) to
reflect the new title of the National
Geospatial-Intelligence Agency. This
section previously referred to that
agency by its outdated agency title, the
National Imagery and Mapping Agency.

This rule amends the Note to § 72.05—
5 to update the Government Printing
Office address from which readers may
order volumes of the Light List
publication. This change will provide
readers with an accurate address and
avoids confusion amongst those who
wish to order a copy of the Light List.

This rule revises the Note to § 72.05—
10 to provide an updated link to access
the Coast Guard Light List on the
Internet. This rule replaces that link
with the current Coast Guard link.

This rule amends §80.110(b) and
§80.115(b) to correct non-substantive
typographical errors in latitude
positions. For consistency, this rule
inserts a comma after the latitude
coordinates. This rule does not change
the coordinates themselves in either of
the two sections.

This rule amends § 80.120(b) to make
a non-substantive update and
grammatical correction. The title of the
lighthouse referenced in this paragraph
has been updated to reflect the current,
correct title for the lighthouse used as a
reference point. Additionally, this rule
inserts a comma after the latitude
coordinates. This rule does not change
the coordinates themselves.

This rule amends §§ 80.145,
80.501(d), and 80.505(c) to correct non-
substantive typographical errors in
latitude positions. Specifically, for
consistency, this rule inserts a comma
after the latitude coordinates in each
particular paragraph. This rule does not
change the coordinates themselves in
any of these sections.
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This rule corrects § 80.520(a) to reflect
the correct latitude and longitude of the
Hatteras Inlet Lookout Tower. The
previous language in this paragraph
erroneously identified the coordinates
for the Hatteras Inlet Lookout Tower.
The text has been updated with the
correct latitude and longitude
coordinates as follows: “latitude
35°11.85" N., longitude 75°43.9° W. 255°
true to the eastern end of Ocracoke
Island.”

This rule amends § 80.520 paragraphs
(a) and (b) to correct a non-substantive
typographical error. Specifically, for
consistency, this rule inserts a comma
after the latitude coordinates in each
particular paragraph. This rule does not
change the coordinates themselves.

This rule amends § 80.525(c) and (d)
to correct a non-substantive
typographical error. Specifically, for
consistency, this rule inserts a comma
after the latitude coordinates in each
particular paragraph. This rule does not
change the coordinates themselves.

This rule removes latitude and
longitude points in § 80.525(e) and
replaces them with more precise
reference points. The reference points
previously noted with coordinates have
eroded, causing many of the points to
disappear. The new reference language
is general enough to provide a
meaningful reference point while
adapting to areas where erosion has
noticeably affected the shoreline.

This rule amends § 80.530(a) to
correct a non-substantive typographical
error in latitude position. Specifically,
for consistency, this rule inserts a
comma after the latitude coordinate.
This rule does not change the
coordinate itself.

This rule amends § 80.703({) to clarify
a COLREGS demarcation line because
the previous description refers to a line
of longitude that no longer depicts a
point of land easily discernible to
mariners. This paragraph now refers to
the demarcation line based on points
that rely upon the physical body of land
itself, and that no longer reference a
particular line of longitude.

This rule amends § 80.707(a) to
correct a reference point that is
misleading due to shoaling in the area.
Because shoaling affected the shoreline
referenced in this paragraph, the bearing
previously cited is no longer useful. The
new text uses reference points that rely
on the land itself instead of directional
references.

This rule also amends § 80.707(b) to
correct and update references
mentioned in this paragraph.
Particularly, Sandy Point is no longer a
viable reference point as shoaling has

affected it. As such, the rule extends the
demarcation line accordingly.

This rule amends § 80.712 to remove
an outdated reference to an aid to
navigation and to correct a non-
substantive typographical error. The
language in § 80.712(a) is updated to
remove reference to an aid to navigation
that has been removed.

This rule amends § 80.712(f) to correct
non-substantive typographical errors in
the latitude positions. Specifically, for
consistency, this rule inserts a comma
after the latitude coordinates in this
paragraph. This rule does not change
the coordinates themselves.

This rule amends § 80.715 to update
the name of a lighthouse and correct
non-substantive typographical errors.
The “Tybee Range Rear Light”” is now
called the “Tybee Light.” For
grammatical consistency, this rule
inserts a comma after the latitude
coordinates. This rule does not change
the coordinates themselves. Also, this
rule removes excess space between the
“N” in the latitude position and the
period that follows it.

This rule makes a non-substantive
correction to a reference point in
§80.717(c). Previously, “Wassaw
Island” was misspelled. This rule
updates this paragraph to reflect the
correct spelling of this island, which
serves as a geographical point of
reference in this paragraph.

This rule amends § 80.717(d) to
correct a non-substantive typographical
error in the longitude position.
Previously, a zero was omitted from the
minutes section of the longitude. The
longitude should now read
“81°08.4'W.” This rule does not change
the location that the coordinates
reference.

This rule amends § 80.720(a) and (b)
to correct non-substantive typographical
errors in latitude positions. Specifically,
for consistency, this rule inserts a
comma after the latitude coordinates.
This rule does not change the
coordinates themselves.

This rule amends § 80.735(a) and (f) to
correct a non-substantive typographical
errors in latitude position. Specifically,
for consistency, this rule inserts a
comma after the latitude coordinates.
This rule does not change the
coordinates themselves.

This rule amends § 80.738(b) to
convert the minutes and seconds in the
coordinates to minutes and decimals for
consistency with the other sections of
this part. The Coast Guard seeks to
standardize its coordinates in order to
provide uniform and predictable
reference points for those looking at
regulations. This rule also corrects a
non-substantive typographical error by

inserting periods after the “N” and “W”
for readability and consistency. This
rule does not change the location that
the coordinates reference.

This rule amends § 80.740 and
paragraphs (a) and (c) of § 80.745 to
correct non-substantive typographical
errors in the latitude positions.
Specifically, this correction inserts
commas after the “N”” and “W”’ for
consistency. This rule does not change
the coordinates themselves.

This rule amends § 80.748(d) to
correct a non-substantive typographical
error in the latitude position.
Specifically, for consistency, this
correction inserts a comma after the “N”
in the latitude coordinate. This rule
does not change the location that the
coordinates reference.

This rule amends § 80.757(g) to
correct non-substantive typographical
errors in the latitude position.
Specifically, this correction inserts
commas after the “N”” and “W”’ for
consistency. This rule does not change
the location that the coordinates
reference.

This rule amends § 80.757(h) to
update the name of a lighthouse listed
as a reference point. The lights
previously referred to as the “Suwannee
River Wadley Pass Channel Daybeacons
30 and 31” are now referred to as the
‘“Suwannee River Mcgriff Pass
Daybeacons 30 and 31.” The name
change reflects the updated names in
the Light List.

This rule amends § 80.805(d) to
update a COLREGS demarcation line.
The line previously described did not
intersect Turkey Light Point 2, a
referenced aid to navigation. Instead,
this demarcation line is updated to
correctly identify the demarcation line
by removing that reference and instead
using a fixed extremity of land as a
point of reference. Additionally, this
rule corrects non-substantive
typographical errors in the longitude
position. Specifically, for consistency,
this correction inserts a comma after the
“W.” This grammatical change does not
change the location that this line
references.

This rule amends § 80.830(a) to
remove a reference to an aid to
navigation that has been removed. A
reference to the “West Bay light” was
replaced by a reference to the
“westernmost point near Pass du Bois,”
as the previous point of reference is an
aid to navigation that was removed.
Additionally, this rule corrects non-
substantive typographical errors in the
latitudes referenced in this paragraph.
Specifically, for consistency, this rule
adds a comma after the letter “N” in the
latitude coordinates. This grammatical
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correction does not change the location
that the coordinates reference.

This rule amends § 80.835 to update
a reference to the name of an aid to
navigation, removes a navigational
reference point that no longer exists,
and corrects non-substantive
typographical errors in latitude and
longitude coordinates. The aid to
navigation previously referred to as
“Point Au Fer Reef Light 33" is now
correctly referred to as the “Atchafalaya
Channel Light 33,” reflecting a recent
name change. Further, the reference
point known as “Pipeline Light D”’ no
longer exists, and any reference to it has
been removed. Additionally, this rule
adds commas after the “N”” and “W” in
the latitude and longitude coordinates
listed in this regulation. This
grammatical change is done for
consistency and does not change the
location that the coordinates reference.

This rule amends § 80.1110 to update
the numbers for the lights referenced.
The light previously referred to as
“Dana Point Jetty Light 6 has since
been renamed to ‘“Dana Point Jetty Light
4" and the light previously referred to
as ‘“‘Dana Point Breakwater Light 5 is
now known as ‘“Dana Point Breakwater
Light 3.”

This rule amends § 83.10(1) to make a
non-substantive grammatical change.
This rule capitalizes the “R’ in “rule”
for clarity and consistency. This
capitalization indicates to the reader
that the word “rule” refers to the
requirements of Rule 10, the rule in
which paragraph (1) is located.

This rule amends § 83.38(d)(5) to add
a word for clarity. Previously, this
paragraph had a sentence that read,
“The restructuring of all lights to meet
the prescriptions of Annex I to these,
until. . .” This rule adds the word
“Rules” to clarify that the prescriptions
of Annex I come from the previously
discussed Rules.

This rule amends § 83.38(d)(6) to
make a non-substantive grammatical
change. Specifically, this rule inserts a
hyphen into the phrase “all-round”” for
clarity and consistency.

This rule amends §101.105 to make a
non-substantive update to correct a Web
site referenced in the text. The Web site
is now located at http://www.uscg.mil/
hq/cg5/nvic. The contents of that Web
site remain the same; only the link has
changed.

This rule amends §101.115(a) to
reflect changes in internal agency
organization by updating Coast Guard
office titles. The Coast Guard has
implemented its DCO 3.0 policy that
changes office titles and internal
organizational structure. The office
reference in this paragraph has changed

from “CG-54" to “CG-5P.” This section
has been updated to reflect the new
office designation as CG—5P.

This rule amends §101.120(b) to
make non-substantive changes for
clarification. This paragraph makes
reference to Alternative Security
Programs that owners and operators of
vessels may comply with. This rule
changes the language from ‘“‘may meet
an Alternative Security Program” to
“may meet the requirements of an
Alternative Security Program.” This
section always intended that the
requirements of the Alternative Security
Programs be met; a clause is being
added to clarify that point.

This rule amends §101.120
paragraphs (b), (c), (d)(2), and (f), and
the introduction to § 101.125 to reflect
changes in internal agency organization
by updating Coast Guard office titles.
The Coast Guard implemented its DCO
3.0 policy that changed office titles and
internal organizational structure. The
office references in these paragraphs
have changed from “CG-54" to “CG—
5P.” This section has been updated to
reflect the new office designation as
CG—5P.

This rule removes § 101.125 in order
to avoid confusion about Alternative
Security Programs. Previously in this
section, the Coast Guard kept a list of
approved Alternative Security
Programs. However, the programs and
organizations that issue them change so
frequently that it is difficult for the
Coast Guard to maintain an updated list
in the CFR. The list contained within
the regulation was never exhaustive and
Alternative Security Programs continue
to be regulated under subchapter H and
approved according to the existing
provisions. The Coast Guard maintains
an up-to-date list, which can be found
under the “MTSA” link located on the
Coast Guard Homeport Web site
(https://homeport.uscg.mil/).

This rule amends §101.130(a) to
reflect changes in internal agency
organization by updating Coast Guard
office titles. The Coast Guard
implemented its DCO 3.0 policy that
changed office titles and internal
organizational structure. The office
reference in this paragraph changed
from “CG-54" to “CG-5P.” This section
has been updated to reflect the new
office designation as CG-5P.

This rule amends §101.200
paragraphs (c) and (d) to remove
outdated references to a threat advisory
system and replaces those references
with updated, corrected references.
Previously, under § 101.200, the
Commandant would adjust the Maritime
Security (MARSEC) levels in
conjunction with the Homeland

Security Alignment System (HSAS). The
HSAS was replaced by the National
Terrorism Advisory System (NTAS),
which now serves as the consulted
system in adjusting the MARSEC levels.

This rule removes and reserves
§101.205, because it references an
outdated advisory system. Because the
HSAS was replaced by the NTAS, this
section is no longer relevant and may
cause confusion to the reader.

This rule amends § 101.420 to reflect
changes in internal agency organization
by updating Coast Guard office titles.
The Coast Guard implemented its DCO
3.0 policy that changed office titles and
internal organizational structure. The
office references in these paragraphs
have changed from “CG-54" to “CG—
5P” and from “CG-543" to “CG-CVC.”
This section has been updated to reflect
the new office designations as CG-5P
and CG-CVC.

This rule also amends § 101.510(a) to
update a reference to reflect the current
version of a document. The updated
document is “NVIC 9-02 change 3,”
which replaces “NVIC 9-02 change 2.”

This rule amends § 104.130 to reflect
changes in internal agency organization
by updating Coast Guard office titles.
The Coast Guard implemented its DCO
3.0 policy that changed office titles and
internal organizational structure. The
office reference in this paragraph
changed from “CG—54" to “CG—5P.”
This section has been updated to reflect
the new office designation as CG-5P.

This rule amends § 104.200(b)(7) to
remove a reference to a Web site that is
no longer valid. In § 104.200(b)(7), the
text refers to a link in which the
Maritime Administration supplies the
text of the treaties referred to in the
paragraph. This Web site and the
preceding sentence referring readers to
the Web site are being removed because
the Web site no longer exists.

This rule amends § 104.205(b)(1) to
make a non-substantive change to
update an email address to contact the
Captain of the Port. The updated email
address now reads ‘“‘HQS-DG-Ist-
NRCINFO@uscg.mil.”

This rule also amends § 104.205(b)(3)
to reflect changes in internal agency
organization by updating Coast Guard
office titles. The Coast Guard
implemented its DCO 3.0 policy that
changed office titles and internal
organizational structure. The office
reference in this paragraph changed
from “CG-54" to “CG-5P.” This section
has been updated to reflect the new
office designation as CG—5P.

This rule amends § 104.267(b)(2) to
correct a non-substantive typographical
error in the parentheses. The CFR shows
an extra space inserted around the left
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parenthesis. This rule corrects
paragraph (b)(2) by removing the extra
space.

This rule amends § 104.410(a)(2) by
making a non-substantive revision
clarifying the security programs that the
paragraph refers to. Previously, this
paragraph omitted the word
“Alternative,” which is used
consistently in Subpart D. This
paragraph is updated to refer to
alternative options as “Approved
Alternative Security Programs.”

This rule also amends § 105.130 to
reflect changes in internal agency
organization by updating Coast Guard
office titles. The Coast Guard
implemented its DCO 3.0 policy that
changes office titles and internal
organizational structure. The office
reference in this paragraph has changed
from “CG-54" to “CG-5P.” This section
has been updated to reflect the new
office designation as CG-5P.

This rule amends § 105.200(b)(9) to
remove a reference to a Web site that is
no longer valid. In § 105.200(b)(9), the
text refers to a link in which the
Maritime Administration supplies the
text of the treaties referred to in the
paragraph. This Web site and the
preceding sentence referring readers to
the Web site are being removed because
the Web site no longer exists.

This rule amends the introductory
paragraph to § 105.400 to make a non-
substantive update to correct a Web site
referenced in the text. The previous link
no longer contains the information
referenced. The new link provides
information about how to submit a
Facility Security Plan electronically as
previously referenced in this section.

This rule amends § 104.510(a)(2) by
making a non-substantive revision
clarifying the security programs that the
paragraph refers to. Previously, this
paragraph omitted the word
“Alternative,” which is used
consistently in subpart H. This
paragraph is updated to refer to
alternative options as “Approved
Alternative Security Programs.”

This rule amends § 106.410(a)(2) by
making a non-substantive revision
clarifying the security programs that the
paragraph refers to. Previously, this
paragraph omitted the word
“Alternative,” which is used
consistently in subpart H. This
paragraph is updated to refer to
alternative options as “Approved
Alternative Security Programs.”

This rule adds two paragraphs to
§110.155 that were incorrectly removed
during a previous revision. These two
paragraphs describe anchorage grounds
that were incorrectly removed in a 2008
technical amendment to Title 33 (73 FR

34998). In that rule, this paragraph was
amended to accurately identify
coordinates using NAD 83. However, in
processing this rule, the two anchorages
that are the subject of this correction
were incorrectly stricken. This rule adds
those anchorages—Anchorage No. 38
and 39 back to § 110.115. Despite their
incorrect removal from this section,
these anchorages have remained in
active use by mariners. These
anchorages also remain charted in other
publications.

This rule amends § 114.01(b) by
making non-substantive changes to
accurately reflect the description of the
regulations in the subchapter.
Specifically, this rule removes text that
says a description of forms exists in the
subchapter. There are no forms
associated with §114.01, thus this rule
removes the reference to forms in this
section.

This rule amends § 114.10 to make a
non-substantive clarification to the text
of this paragraph. The text in § 114.10
previously referenced bridge laws listed
in § 114.01, however, that section does
not identify bridge laws; it generally
mentions them but goes no further. That
reference to § 114.01 is being replaced
with a reference to the authority section
for part 114, where the relevant statutes
and regulations are identified for the
section.

This rule amends §§114.25, 114.50,
115.60, and 115.70 by removing a
superfluous citation. The previously-
cited statute, 49 U.S.C. 1655(g),
references a transfer of power from the
U.S. Army to the Department of
Transportation. Because the Coast
Guard moved from the Department of
Transportation to the Department of
Homeland Security, this delegation is
no longer relevant. The delegation of
authority to the Department of
Homeland Security and the Coast Guard
is now transferred through another
statute.

This rule amends §§116.10(c); 116.15
paragraphs (c) and (d); 116.20
paragraphs (a) and (b); 116.25(a); 116.30
table of contents and title, paragraphs
(a), (d), (e), and (g); 116.35(c); 116.40
paragraphs (a), (b), and (c); 116.45(a);
and 116.55 paragraphs (a) and (b) to
reflect changes to rules of agency
organization. The title “Administrator,
Office of Bridge Programs” changed to
“Chief, Office of Bridge Programs.” This
rule updates this reference in the
sections mentioned above.

This rule amends §117.35 to reflect
changes to rules of agency organization,
procedure, or practice. The language in
this paragraph referring to the title of
Federal Register notices that advise the
public of deviations from drawbridge

regulations is updated to “Notice of
temporary deviation from regulations.”
This change has no effect on the
requirements of those notices, but adds
the word “‘temporary” to the action
heading in these notices.

This rule amends §117.393 to make a
non-substantive change by updating
addresses in this section. The Elgin,
Joliet, and Eastern Railway bridge is
now operated out of a location in
Homewood, Illinois. This section is
being updated to reflect that change of
address.

This rule amends §117.425 to make a
non-substantive change by updating the
name of the bridge referenced in this
paragraph. The bridge formerly known
as the U.S. 90 bridge is now known as
the U.S. 182 bridge. This section is
being updated to reflect that name
change.

This rule amends § 117.585(a) to make
a non-substantive change by updating
the name of the bridge referenced in this
paragraph. The bridge in this section is
now known as the New Bedford-
Fairhaven RT. 6 Bridge, mile 0.0. This
section is being updated to reflect that
name change.

This rule amends § 117.997(c)(2)(ii) to
correct a phone number. The phone
number for the Gilmerton Bridge is now
757—485-5567.

This rule amends §§ 133.5(c) and
136.9 to update citations within the
regulation text. Previously, these
paragraphs referred to Department of
Transportation regulations in regard to
regulations that apply to funds and
sanctions. This rule updates those
references to Department of Homeland
Security regulations to correctly state
the applicable regulations. These
changes do not impose new regulations
upon those affected by these sections.

This rule amends § 138.45 to update
contact phone numbers at the National
Pollution Funds Center. These new
phone numbers are being corrected to
reflect a change in location of the
National Pollution Funds Center.

This rule amends portions of parts
148, 149, and 150 to correct non-
substantive typographical errors and it
makes changes to reflect updated rules
of agency organization, procedure, or
practice. The Coast Guard implemented
its DCO 3.0 policy that changes office
titles and internal organizational
structure. The office references in these
parts have been updated to reflect that
(1) CG-5, CG-522, and CG-PSO are now
known as CG-5P; and (2) CG-PSE is
now known as CG-ENG. Additionally,
the citations for statutes and regulations
have been formatted for consistency
within these parts. This rule also
updates references to agencies that have

changed names or acronyms since the
promulgation of these regulations. This
rule makes non-substantive corrections
to these sections to comply with plain
language guidelines. Further, this rule
clarifies acronyms in some sections by
spelling them out where necessary. This
rule also updates outdated Web sites to
provide current, working links. Because
there are more than 350 changes
encompassed in these three parts, a
table showing each change is available
in the docket for this technical
amendment.

This rule amends § 151.05 to make
non-substantive edits to the text to
remove a superfluous reference and
provide order and consistency. The
word “oily mixture” appears twice in
the text, so the second reference is being
removed. These definitions are being
unified to avoid the confusion of
duplicative definitions.

This rule amends § 164.03 to update
the address listed in the text. The
address in the incorporation by
reference section for the Radio
Technical Commission for Maritime
Services has changed. This rule updates
the address to reflect the new address
for the Commission.

V. Regulatory Analyses

We developed this rule after
considering numerous statutes and
executive orders (E.O.s) related to
rulemaking. Below we summarize our
analyses based on these statutes or
E.O.s.

A. Regulatory Planning and Review

Executive Orders 12866 (‘Regulatory
Planning and Review”’) and 13563
(“Improving Regulation and Regulatory
Review”’) direct agencies to assess the
costs and benefits of available regulatory
alternatives and, if regulation is
necessary, to select regulatory
approaches that maximize net benefits
(including potential economic,
environmental, public health and safety
effects, distributive impacts, and
equity). Executive Order 13563
emphasizes the importance of
quantifying both costs and benefits, of
reducing costs, of harmonizing rules,
and of promoting flexibility. Two
additional executive orders were
recently published to promote the goals
of E.O. 13563: E.O. 13609 (‘“Promoting
International Regulatory Cooperation”)
and E.O. 13610 (“Identifying and
Reducing Regulatory Burdens”).
Executive Order 13609 targets
international regulatory cooperation to
reduce, eliminate, or prevent
unnecessary differences in regulatory
requirements. Executive Order 13610
aims to modernize the regulatory

systems and to reduce unjustified
regulatory burdens and costs on the
public.

This rule is not a significant
regulatory action under section 3(f) of
E.O. 12866 as supplemented by E.O.
13563, and does not require an
assessment of potential costs and
benefits under section 6(a)(3) of E.O.
12866. The Office of Management and
Budget (OMB) has not reviewed it under
E.O. 12866. Because this rule involves
non-substantive changes and internal
agency practices and procedures, it will
not impose any additional costs on the
public.

B. Small Entities

Under the Regulatory Flexibility Act
(5 U.S.C. 601-612), rules exempt from
the notice and comment requirements of
the Administrative Procedure Act are
not required to examine the impact of
the rule on small entities. Nevertheless,
we have considered whether this rule
would have a significant economic
impact on a substantial number of small
entities. The term “small entities”
comprises small businesses, not-for-
profit organizations that are
independently owned and operated and
are not dominant in their fields, and
governmental jurisdictions with
populations of less than 50,000.

There is no cost to this rule and we
do not expect it to have an impact on
small entities because the provisions of
this rule are technical and non-
substantive. It will have no substantive
effect on the public and will impose no
additional costs. Therefore, the Coast
Guard certifies under 5 U.S.C. 605(b)
that this final rule will not have a
significant economic impact on a
substantial number of small entities.

C. Assistance for Small Entities

Under section 213(a) of the Small
Business Regulatory Enforcement
Fairness Act of 1996 (Pub. L. 104-121),
we want to assist small entities in
understanding this rule so that they can
better evaluate its effects on them and
participate in the rulemaking. If the rule
would affect your small business,
organization, or governmental
jurisdiction and you have questions
concerning its provisions or options for
compliance, please consult Mr. Paul
Crissy by phone at 202—372—1093 or via
email at Paul.H.Crissy@uscg.mil. The
Coast Guard will not retaliate against
small entities that question or complain
about this rule or any policy or action
of the Coast Guard.

Small businesses may send comments
on the actions of Federal employees
who enforce, or otherwise determine
compliance with, Federal regulations to

the Small Business and Agriculture
Regulatory Enforcement Ombudsman
and the Regional Small Business
Regulatory Fairness Boards. The
Ombudsman evaluates these actions
annually and rates each agency’s
responsiveness to small business. If you
wish to comment on actions by
employees of the Coast Guard, call 1-
888—REG—FAIR (1-888-734—-3247).

D. Collection of Information

This rule calls for no new collection
of information under the Paperwork
Reduction Act of 1995 (44 U.S.C. 3501—
3520).

E. Federalism

A rule has implications for federalism
under E.O. 13132 (“Federalism”) if it
has a substantial direct effect on State or
local governments and would either
preempt State law or impose a
substantial direct cost of compliance on
them. We have analyzed this rule under
E.O. 13132 and have determined that it
does not have implications for
federalism.

F. Unfunded Mandates Reform Act

The Unfunded Mandates Reform Act
of 1995 (2 U.S.C. 1531-1538) requires
Federal agencies to assess the effects of
their discretionary regulatory actions. In
particular, the Act addresses actions
that may result in the expenditure by a
State, local, or tribal government, in the
aggregate, or by the private sector of
$100,000,000 (adjusted for inflation) or
more in any one year. Though this rule
will not result in such an expenditure,
we do discuss the effects of this rule
elsewhere in this preamble.

G. Taking of Private Property

This rule will not cause a taking of
private property or otherwise have
taking implications under E.O. 12630,
(“Governmental Actions and
Interference with Constitutionally
Protected Property Rights™).

H. Civil Justice Reform

This rule meets applicable standards
in sections 3(a) and 3(b)(2) of E.O.
12988, (“Civil Justice Reform”), to
minimize litigation, eliminate
ambiguity, and reduce burden.

I Protection of Children

We have analyzed this rule under E.O.
13045, (‘“Protection of Children from
Environmental Health Risks and Safety
Risks”). This rule is not an
economically significant rule and does
not create an environmental risk to
health or risk to safety that may
disproportionately affect children.
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J. Indian Tribal Governments

This rule does not have tribal
implications under E.O. 13175,
(“Consultation and Coordination with
Indian Tribal Governments”), because it
does not have a substantial direct effect
on one or more Indian tribes, on the
relationship between the Federal
Government and Indian tribes, or on the
distribution of power and
responsibilities between the Federal
Government and Indian tribes.

K. Energy Effects

We have analyzed this rule under E.O.
13211, Actions Concerning Regulations
That Significantly Affect Energy Supply,
Distribution, or Use. We have
determined that it is not a “‘significant
energy action” under that order because
it is not a “significant regulatory action”
under E.O. 12866 and is not likely to
have a significant adverse effect on the
supply, distribution, or use of energy.
The Administrator of the Office of
Information and Regulatory Affairs has
not designated it as a significant energy
action. Therefore, it does not require a
Statement of Energy Effects under E.O.
13211.

L. Technical Standards

The National Technology Transfer
and Advancement Act (15 U.S.C. 272
note) directs agencies to use voluntary
consensus standards in their regulatory
activities unless the agency provides
Congress, through the OMB, with an
explanation of why using these
standards would be inconsistent with
applicable law or otherwise impractical.
Voluntary consensus standards are
technical standards (e.g., specifications
of materials, performance, design, or
operation; test methods; sampling
procedures; and related management
systems practices) that are developed or
adopted by voluntary consensus
standards bodies.

This rule does not use technical
standards. Therefore, we did not
consider the use of voluntary consensus
standards.

M. Environment

We have analyzed this rule under
Department of Homeland Security
Management Directive 023—-01 and
Commandant Instruction M16475.1D,
which guide the Coast Guard in
complying with the National
Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (42
U.S.C. 4321-4370f), and have concluded
that this action is one of a category of
actions that do not individually or
cumulatively have a significant effect on
the human environment. This rule is
categorically excluded under section
2.B.2, figure 2—1, paragraphs (34)(a) and

(b) of the Instruction. This rule involves
regulations that are editorial,
procedural, or concern internal agency
functions or organizations. An
environmental analysis checklist and a
categorical exclusion determination are
available in the docket where indicated
under ADDRESSES.

SUMMARY: The Food and Drug
Administration (FDA or Agency) of the
Department of Health and Human
Services (HHS or Department) is
exempting a system of records from
certain requirements of the Privacy Act
to protect the integrity of FDA’s
scientific research misconduct
proceedings and to protect the identity
of confidential sources in such
proceedings.

DATES: This rule is effective July 31,
2013.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION:
I. Background

HHS/FDA is exempting a system of
records, 09—-10-0020, “FDA Records
Related to Research Misconduct
Proceedings, HHS/FDA/OC,” under
subsections (k)(2) and (k)(5) of the
Privacy Act (5 U.S.C. 552a) from
notification, access, accounting, and
amendment provisions of the Privacy
Act.

The purpose of this system of records
is to implement FDA’s responsibilities
under the Public Health Service (PHS)
Policies on Research Misconduct (42
CFR part 93) for research performed by
persons who are FDA employees, agents
of the Agency, or who are affiliated with
the Agency by contract or agreement.
The term “‘research misconduct” is
defined at 42 CFR 93.103 to mean
“fabrication, falsification, or plagiarism
in proposing, performing, or reviewing
research, or in reporting research
results.” The general policy of the PHS
Policies on Research Misconduct is that
“Research misconduct involving PHS
support is contrary to the interests of the
PHS and the Federal government and to
the health and safety of the public, to
the integrity of research, and to the
conservation of public funds.” (42 CFR
93.100(a)).

Under the Privacy Act, individuals
have a right of access to information
pertaining to them which is contained
in a system of records. At the same time,
the Privacy Act permits certain types of
systems to be exempt from some of the
Privacy Act requirements. For example,
section 552a(k)(2) of the Privacy Act
allows Agency heads to exempt from
certain Privacy Act provisions a system
of records containing investigatory
material compiled for law enforcement
purposes. This exemption’s effect on the
record access provision is qualified in
that if the maintenance of the material
results in the denial of any right,
privilege, or benefit that the individual
would otherwise be entitled to by
Federal law, the individual must be
granted access to the material except to
the extent that the access would reveal
the identity of a source who furnished
information to the Government under an
express promise that the identity of the
source would be held in confidence. In
addition, section (k)(5) of the Privacy

Act permits an Agency to exempt
investigatory material from certain
Privacy Act provisions where such
material is compiled solely for the
purpose of determining suitability,
eligibility, or qualifications for Federal
civilian employment, military service,
Federal contracts, or access to classified
information. This exemption is also
limited as it will be applied only to the
extent that the disclosure of such
material would reveal the identity of a
source who furnished information to the
Government under an express promise
of confidentiality.

FDA may take administrative action
in response to a research misconduct
proceeding and, where there is a
reasonable indication that a civil or
criminal fraud may have taken place,
will refer the matter to the appropriate
investigative body. As such, FDA’s
records related to research misconduct
proceedings are compiled for law
enforcement purposes, and the
subsection (k)(2) exemption is
applicable to this system of records.
Moreover, where records related to
research misconduct proceedings are
compiled solely for the purpose of
making determinations as to the
suitability for appointment as special
Government employees or eligibility for
Federal contracts from PHS Agencies,
the subsection (k)(5) exemption is
applicable.

On August 28, 2012, HHS/FDA
published a system of records notice
(SORN) for this system (77 FR 52036).
On the same date, HHS/FDA also
published a proposed rule (77 FR
51949) and, anticipating no significant
adverse comment, a direct final rule
(77 FR 51910) to exempt this system of
records under subsections (k)(2) and
(k)(5) of the Privacy Act from the
notification, access, accounting, and
amendment provisions of the Privacy
Act. The comment period was open
through November 13, 2012. The
Agency received three comments
regarding the exemptions. One comment
was positive and in favor of the
exemptions. Another comment appears
to have misunderstood the scope and
applicability of the exceptions, because
it assumed that the purpose of the rule
was to exempt these records from access
by the general public. The third
comment broadly opposed the
exemptions as a governmental over-
reach restricting citizens’ ability to
maintain awareness of the actions of
regulatory bodies.
